ORDER

On April 9, 2012, Complainants Roseann Ostrowski and Sharon Dunton (collectively
“Complaints”) filed a complaint against Respondent Parkview Mobile Home Park alleging a
violation of Section 42-38(b) of the Cook County Human Rights Ordinance. The Cook County
Commission on Human Rights (“Commission™) found substantial evidence of a violation on
November 15, 2012, and the matter was set for an administrative hearing, On July 19, 2013, the
Commission received a fully executed Withdrawal Request Form (“Request”) from counsel for
the Complaints informing the Commission of the Complainanis’ intent to withdraw their
complaint because “[t]he parties reached a global settlement agreement of all pending claims
between them.” The Request was signed by both Complainants and notarized. In the Request,
Complainants attest that they are making the request to withdraw voluntarily and without
pressure from any organization or individual.

The Commission hereby grants the Complainants’ request to withdraw and orders that
complaint 2012H001 be DISMISSED pursuant to a VOLUNTARY WITHDRAWAL.
