PART I

AGREEMENT

THIS CONTRACT is made and entered into by and between the County of Cook, a public
body corporate of the State of illinois, herein after the "County" and GB GLOBAL, LLC DBA
LEGALEDGE SOFTWARE, herein after the "Contractor".

WHEREAS, the Office of the Chief Procurement Officer is responsible for procuring services for the
COOK COUNTY PUBLIC DEFENDER, herein after the "Using Department", which provides services
to the residents of Cook County, illinois;

WHEREAS, the Using Department requires SOFTWARE MAINTENANCE AND SUPPORT
OF THE LEGALEDGE CASE MANAGEMENT SYSTEM,

WHEREAS, the Contractor is able and willing to provide such services, hereafter referred to as
the "Contract Services" as may be required by the County, upon the terms and conditions hereinafter
provided and in consideration for the fees as set forth herein;

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the premises and the mutual undertakings herein set
forth, the parties agree as follows:

I. CONTRACT SERVICES

The Contractor agrees to provide the following Contract Services:

AS SET FORTH IN EXHIBIT "A" SCOPE OF SERVICES

CONTRACT PERIOD

This Contract shall be effective after proper execution of the contract documents by the County
January 1, 2015 through December 31, 2015 with one (1)year renewal option.

PAYMENT

In no case shall such charges exceed the amount of $19,810.00. Invoices in triplicate on
County Invoice Form 29A shall be submitted by the Contractor to the Using Department when
requesting payment. The County shall have the right to examine the books of the Contractor for the
purpose of auditing the same with reference to all charges made to the County.

In the event the Contractor receives payment under the Contract, reimbursement for which is
later disallowed by the County, the Contractor shall promptly refund the disallowed amount to the
County on request, or at the County's option, the County may credit the amount disallowed from the
next payment due or to become due to the Contraotor under any contract with the County.

IV. GENERAL CONDITIONS

This Contract incorporates and is subject to the provisions attached hereto as Part II, General
Conditions, and is incorporated herein by this reference.
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V. ATTACHMENTS

This Contract incorporates the following Contractor Documentation:

1. EXHIBIT A —VENDOR'S STATEMENT OF WORK AND PRICING PROPOSAL

Notwithstanding such incorporation, none of the terms set forth in any Exhibit which conflict with the express
terms of this Contract or its General Conditions shall be deemed or construed to supersede the terms of this
Contract or its General Conditions.

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GENERAL CONDITIONS

GC41 SUBCONTRACTING OR ASSIGNMENT OF CONTRACT OR CONTRACT FUNDS

Once awarded, this Contract shall not be subcontracted or any part thereof assigned without the express written
approval of the County Chief Procurement Officer ("Chief Procurement Oflicer" ). In no case, however, shall such
approval relieve the Contractor from his obligations or change the terms of the Contract. The Contractor shall not
transfer or assign any Contract funds or claims due or to become due without the advance written approval of the Chief
Procurement Officer. The unauthorized subcontracting or assignment of the Contract, in whole or in part, or the
unauthorized transfer or assignment of any Contract funds, either in whole or in part, or any interest therein, which shall

, be due or are to become due the Contractor shall have no effect on the County and are null and void.

The Contractor shall identify any and all contractors and subcontractors it intends to use in the performance of the
Contract. All such persons shall be subject to the prior approval of the County.

The Contractor and its employees, contractors, subcontractors, agents and representatives are, for all purposed ariising
out of this Contract, independent contractors and are not employees of the County. It is expressly understood and
agreed that the Contractor and its employees, contractors, subcontractors, agents and representatives shall in no event
as a result of a contract be entitled to any benefit to which County employees are entitled, including, but not limited to,
overtime, retirement benefits, worker's compensation benefits and injury leave or other leave benefits.

GC-02 INDEMNIFICATION

The Contractor covenants and agrees to indemnify and save harmless the County and its commissioners, officials,
employees, agents and representatives, and their respective heirs, successors and assigns, from and against any
and all costs, expenses, attorney's fees, losses, damages and liabilities incurred or suffered directly or indirectly from
or attributable to any claims arising out of or incident to the performance or nonperformance of the Contract by the
Contractor, or the acts or omissions of the officers, agents, employees, contractors, subcontractors, licensees or
invitees of the Contractor. The Contractor expressly understands and agrees that any Performance Bond or
insurance protection required of the Contractor, or otherwise provided by the Contractor, shall in no way limit the
responsibility to indemnify the County as hereinabove provided.

GC-03 INSPECTION AND RESPONSIBILITY

The County shall have a right to inspect any Contract Goods used in carrying out this Contract and shall be responsible
for the quality and standards of all materials or completed work furnished under this Contract. Contract Goods or
completed work not complying herewith may be rejected by the Chief Procurement Officer and/or the Director and shall
be replaced and/or re-performed by the Contractor at no cost to the County. Any Contract Goods rejected shall be
removed within a reasonable time from the premises of the County at the entire expense of the Contractor, after notice
has been given by the County to the Contractor that such Contract Goods have been rejected.

GC-04 PAYMENT

All invoices submitted by the Contractor shall be in accordance with the cost provisions contained in the Contract
Documents. No payments shall be made without such invoices having been submitted along with a County Voucher
Form.

GC-05 PREPAID FEES

In the event this Contract is terminated by either party, for cause or otherwise, and the County has prepaid for any
service or Contract Good to be provided pursuant to this Contract, Contractor shall refund to the County, on a prorated
basis to the effective date of termination, afi amounts prepaid for such service or Contract Good not actually provided as
a result of the termination. The refund shall be made within fourteen (14) days of the effective date of termination.
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GC4)6 TAXES

Federal Excise Tax does not apply to materials purchased by the County by virtue of Exempfion Certificate No. 36-75-
0038K. Illinois Retailers'ccupation Tax, Use Tax and Municipal Retailers'ccupation Tax do not apply to materials or
sen/ices purchased by the County by virtue of statute. The price or prices quoted herein shall include any and afi other
federal and/or state, direct and/or indirect taxes which apply to this Contract. The County's State of lfiinois Sales Tax
Exemption Identification No. is E-9998-2013-05.

GC-07 PRICE REDUCTION

If at any fime after the contract award, Contractor makes a general price reduction in the price of any goods covered by
the Contract, the equivalent price reduction based on similar quantities and/or considerations shall apply to this Contract
for the duration of the Contract period. Such price reductions shall be effective at the same time and in the same
manner as the reduction in the price to customers generally.

GC-08 CONTRACTOR CREDITS

To the exfent the Contractor gives credits toward future purchases of goods or services, financial incentives, discounts,
value points or other benefits based on the purchase of the materials or senrices provided for under this Contract, such
credits belong to the County and not any specific using department. Contractor shall report any such credits to the Chief
Procurement Officer.

GC-08 DISPUTES

Any dispute arising under the Contract between the County and Contractor shall be decided by the Chief Procurement
Officer. The complaining party shall submit a wriitten statement detailing the dispute and soecifvino the soecific relevant

Contract provision/st to the Chief Procurement Officer. Upon request of the Chief Procurement Officer, the party
complained against shall respond to the complaint in wriftng within five days of such request. The Chief Procurement
Officer will reduce his decision to writing and mail or otherwise furnish a copy thereof to the Contractor and Director.
Dispute resolution as provided herein shall be a condition precedent to any other action at law or in equity.
wonvitnstanoing a oispute, t ontractor snas consnue to oiscnarge as its obligasons, ouses ano responsioaees set rortn in

the Contiact during any dispute resolution proceeding unless otherwise agreed to by the County in writing.

GC-10 MODIFICATIONS AND AMENDMENTS

The parties may during the term of the Contract make modifications and amendments to the Contract but only as
provided in this section. Such modifications and amendments shall only be made by mutual agreement in writing.

In the case of Contracts not approved by the Board, the Chief Procurement Officer may amend a contract provided
that any such amendment does not extend the Contract by more than one (1)year, and further provided that the total
cost of all such amendments does not increase the total amount of the Contract beyond $150,000. Such action may
only be made with the advance written approval of the Chief Procurement Officer. If the amendment extends the
Contract beyond one (1)year or increases the total award amount beyond $150,000, then Board approval will be
required.

No County department or employee thereof has authority to make any rnodlcati one or amendments to this Contract.
Any modifications or amendments to this Contract made without the express written approval of the Chief
Procurement Officer is void and unenforceable.

Contractor is hereby notified that, except for modifications and amendments which are made in accordance with this
GC-10, Modifications and Amendments, no County department or employee thereof has authority to make any
modification or amendment to this Contract.

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GC-1 1 DEFAULT

Contractor shall be in default hereunder in the event of a material breach by Contractor of any term or condition of this
Contract where Contractor has failed to cure such breach within ten (10) days after written notice of breach is given to
Contractor by the County, setting forth the nature of such breach,

A materiial breach of the contract by the Contractor includes but is not limited to the following:

1. Failure to begin performance under this Contract within the specified time;

Failure to perform under this Contract with sufficient personnel, equipment, or materials to ensure completion
of said performance within the specified time or failure to assign qualified personnel to ensure completion
within the spedfied time;

3. Performance of this contract in an unsatisfactory manner;

4. Refusal to perform services deemed to be defective or unsuitable;

5 Discontinuance of performance of Contractor's obligations under the Contract or the impairment or the
reasonable progress of performance;

6. Becoming insolvent, being dedared bankrupt or committing any act of bankruptcy or insolvency,

7, Any assignment of this contract for the benefit of creditors;

8. Any cause whatsoever which impairs performance in an acceptable manner; or

9. Any other material breach of any term or condition of this Contract

County shall be in default hereunder if any material breach of the Contract by the County occurs which is not cured by
the County within forly-five (45) days after written notice of breach has been given by Contractor to the County, setting
forth the nature of such breach.

GC-12 COUNTY'S REIIIIEDIES

If the Contractor fails to remedy a material breach during the ten (10) day cure period pursuant to General Condition GC-
11, Default, the County shall have the right to terminate this Contract provided, however, that the County shall give
Contractor prior written nogce of its intent to terminate. Following notice of breach to Contractor, the County reserves
the right to withhold payments owed to Contractor until such time as Contractor has cured the breach which is the
subject matter of the notice. In addition, the County shall have the right to pursue all remedies in law or equity

GC-13 CONTRACTOR'S REMEDIES

If the County has been notified of breach and fails to remedy the breach duriing the forty-five (45) day cure period
pursuant to General Condition GC-1 1, Default, the Contractor shall have the right to terminate this Contract providing,

however, that Contractor shall give the County thirty (30) days prior written nolice of termination.

Contractor shall have the right to pursue all remedies available in law or equity. In all cases the Contractor's damages
shall be those provable damages not to exceed the value of the Contract as awarded by the Cook County Board of
Commissioners. Contractor shall not disrupt the operation or repossess any component thereof.

GC-14 DELAYS

Contractor agrees that no charges or claims for damages shall be made by Contractor for any delays or hindrances from

any cause whatsoever during the progress of any portion of this Contract.

GC-3
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GC-15 INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS

1) The Contractor shall require all policies of insurance that are in any way related to the work and are secured and
maintained by Contractor and all tiers of subcontractors to include clauses providing that each underwriter shall
waive all of its rights of recovery, under subrogation or otherwise, against Cook County, Board of Commissioners
and employees of the County.

2) The Contractor shall waive all rights of recovery against Cook County, Board of Commissioners, employees of
the County and other Contractors and subcontractors which Contractor may have or acquired because of
deductible clauses in or inadequacy of limits of any policies of insurance that are in any way related to the work
and that are secured and maintained by Contractor.

3) The Contractor shall require all tiers of subcontractors to waive the rights of recovery against Cook County and
all tiers of subcontractors.

Insurance Reaulrements of the Contractor

Prior to the effective date of this Contract, the Contractor, at its cost, shall secure and maintain at all times, unless
specilied otherwise, until completion of the term of this Contract the insurance specified below.

Nothing contained in these insurance requirements is to be construed as limiting the extent of the Contractods
responsibility for payment of damages resulting from its operations under this Contract. The insurance purchased and
maintained by the Contractor shall be primary and not excess or pro rata to any other insurance issued to the County.

The Contractor's insurance shall apply separately to each insured against whom claim is made or suit is brought,
except with respect to the limits of the insurer's liability.

The limits of liability shall be as stated below, unless, prior to the effective dale of this Contract, written approval is
granted by the Cook County Department of Risk Management for variance from those limits.

(a) Workers Comoensation Insurance

Workers'ompensation shall be in accordance with the laws of the State of illinois or any
other applicable jurisdiction.

The Workers Compensation policy shall also include the following provisions:

(1) Employers'iability coverage with a limit of

$500,000 each Accident

$500,000 each Employee
'$500,000 Policy Limit for Disease

(2) Broad form all states coverage

(b) Commercial General Liabilitv Insurance

(1) The Commercial General Liability shall be on an occurrence form basis to cover bodily

injury and property damage including loss of use.

General Liability limits shall not be less than $1,000,000 per occurrence and $2,000,000
aggregate combined single limit for bodily injury and property damage. The General

Liability policy shall include, without limitation the following coverages:

(a) All premises and opeiagons;

(b) Broad Form Blanket Contractual Liability;

(c) Products/Completed Operations;

(d) Broad Form Property Damage Liability;

(e) Cross Liability.

(c) Comorehensive Automobile Llabilibi Insurance

Comprehensive Automobile Liability to cover all owned, non-owned and hired automobiles, trucks

and trailers. The Comprehensive Automobile Liability limits shall not be less than the following:

2) Uninsured/Motorists: Per illinois Requirements

(d) Umbrella/Excess Liabilitv Insurance

In addition to the coverages and limits specified above, Contractor and Sub-Contractors of any tier

shall secure and maintain a limit of liability no less than:

1) $2,000,000 each occurrence for all liability

2) $2,000,000 in the aggregate per policy year separately with respect to products and

completed operations

Additional requirements

(a) Additional Insured

Cook County, its officials, employees and agents shall be named as additional insureds under the

Commercial General Liability policy.

(b) Qualification of Insurers

All insurance companies providing covenq/e shall be licensed or approved by the Department of
Insurance, State of Illinois, and shall have a financial rating no lower than (A-) Vll as listed in A.M.

Best's Key Rating Guide, current edition or interim report. Companies with ratings lower than (A-)

Vll will be acceptable only upon wntten consent of the Cook County Department of Risk

Management.

(c) Insurance Notices

All policies of insurance which may be required under tenne of this Contract shall be endorsed to
provide that the insurance company shall notify the Cook County Office of the Chief Procurement
Officer, 118 North Clark Street, Room 1018, Chicago, lfiinois 60602 at least 30 days prior to the
effective date of any cancellation or modification of such policies. Prior to the date on which

Contractor commences performance of its part of the work, Contractor shall furnish to the County
certificates of insurance maintained by Contractor.

In no event shall any failure of the County to receive Certificates of Insurance required hereof or to
demand receipt of such Certificates of Insurance be construed as a waiver of Contractor's
obligations to obtain insurance pursuant to these insumnce requirements.

GC-16 PATENTS. COPYRIGHTS AND LICENSES

Contractor agrees to hold harmless and indemnify'he County, its officers, agents, employees and affiliates from and
defend, at its own expense (including reasonable attorneys', accountants'nd consultants'ees), any suit or proceeding
brought against County based upon a claim that the ownership and/or use of equipment, hardware and sofiware or any
part thereof utilized in performing Contractor's services constitutes an infringement of any patent, copyright or license or
any other intellectual property right.

In the event the use of any equipment, hardware or software or any part thereof is enjoined, Contractor with afi

reasonable speed and due diligence shall provide or otherwise secure for County, at the Contractor's election, one of the
following: the right to continue use of the equipment, hardware or'ofiware; an equivalent system having the
Specifications as provided in this Contract; or to modify the system or its component parts so that it becomes non-
infringing while performing in a substantially similar manner to the original system, meeting the Specifications of this
Contract.

The Contractor shall observe and comply with the laws, ordinances, regulations and codes of the Federal, State, County
and other local government agencies which may in any manner affect the performance of the Contract, including but not
limited to those County Ordinances set forth in the Certifi'cations attached hereto and incorporated herein. Assurance of
compliance with this requirement by the Contractor's employees, agents or subcontractors shall be the responsibility of
the Contractor.

The Contractor shall secure and pay for afi federal, state and local licenses, permits and fees required hereunder.

GC-18 DELIVERY

All Contract Goods shipped to the County shall be shipped F.O.B.,DESTINATION, FREIGHT PREPAID. Arrangements
shall be made in advance by the Contractor in order that the County may arrange for receipt of the materials.

Truck deliveries will be accepted before 3:00 P.M. on weekdays only. No deliveries will be accepted on Saturdays,
Sundays or County Holidays. The County is not responsible for delivery delays due to waiting times for loading and
unloading at dock locations.

The quantity of Contract Goods delivered by truck will be ascertained from a weight certificate issued by a duly licensed
Public Weight-Master. In the case of delivery by rail, weight will be ascertained from bill of lading from originating line,

but the County reserves the right to re-weigh at the nearest available railroad scale.

The County reserves the right to add new delivery locations or delete previously listed delivery locations as required
during the Contract period. The only restriction regarding the County's right to add new delivery locations shall be that
any new or additional location shall be within the geographical boundaries of the County of Cook.

I. POLICY AND GOALS

It is the policy of the County of Cook to prevent discrimination in the award of or participation in

County contracts and to eliminate arbitrary barriers for participation, as both prime and sub-
contractors, in such contracts by local businesses certified as Minority Business Enterprises (MBE)
and Women-owned Business Enterprises (WBE). In furtherance of this policy, the Cook County
Board of Commissioners has adopted a'inority- and Women-owned Business Enterprise
Ordinance (the "Ordinance" ) which establishes a goal of awarding not less than twenty-five percent
(25%) of the annual total dollar amount of contracts to certified MBEs and ten percent (10%)of the
annual dollar value of all such contracts to certified WBEs.

The County may set contraotwpeciftc goals for each contract, based on the commodities or
services specified in this bid document. The MBE/WBE percentages required for this
contract are stated in the Special Conditions. A Bid or Quotation shall be rejected if the County
determines that a Bid or Quotation fails to comply with this General Condition, including but not

limited to, commitments to achieve for this contract, the MBE/ WBE goals of the contract amount or
to include a Petition for Reduction/Waiver documenting why the goals are not attainable despite the
contractor's Good Faith Efforts. A Bid or Quotation may be rejected and a new Bid or Quotation

may be solicited if the public interest is served thereby. Unless othenvise specified in the Bid or
Quotation Documents, for purposes of this GC-19, the contract amount is the amount that has been
entered on the Proposal page of the Bid or Quotation Documents.

C. Except to the extent that a Bid or Quotation includes a Reduction/Waiver request, the contract MBE
and WBE participation goals may be achieved by the Bid or Quotation entities'tatus as a MBE or
WBE; by entering into a joint venture with one or mors MBEs and/or WBEs; by subcontracting a
oortion of the work to one or more MBEs and WBEs; bv establishinc and carrvino out a
mentor/protege agreement; by the Indirect Participation of one or more MBEs and WBEs used by
the entity submitting a Bid or Quotation in other aspects of its business; or by any combination of
the foregoing so long as the Utilization Plan evidences a commitment to the MBE and WBE
contract goals set forth in (B) above.

D. The same Business Enterprise, whether as a contrador, subcontractor or supplier, cannot be
utilized as both a MBE and a WBE on the same contract.

E. To the extent that the Ordinance does not apply to this Bid or Quotation, unless specifically waived

in the Bid or Quotation Documents, this GC-19 and the wording of the Ordinance shall apply, If

there is a conflict between this GC-19 and the Ordinance or the wording of the Ordinance, the
Ordinance or its wording controls.

F. A Contractor's failure to carry out its commitments in the course of the Contract's performance shall

constitute a material breach of the Contract and if such breach is not appropriately cured, may
result in the termination of the Contract or such remedy authorized by the Ordinance as the County
deems appropriate.

Except as set forth below, a Bid or Quotation shall include wilh its Utilization Plan, Letter(s) of Intent

executed by each MBE and WBE included in the Utilization Plan and by the entity submitting the Bid or

Quotation, which sets forth that each MBE and WBE intends to perform as a subcontractor, supplier, joint

venture partner and/or consultant on the contract. The Letters of Intent must accurately detail the work to be
performed by the MBE or WBE firm and the agreed rates and/or prices to be paid.

All commitments made by a Bid or Quotation in its Utilization Plan must conform to those included in the
submitted Letter(s) of Intent. The Contract Compliance Administrator reserves the right to request
supplemental information regarding the Letter(s) of Intent submitted with a Bid or Quotation and such
information shall be furnished. (Reference pages EDS-2 for a format sample of a Letter of Intent)

In the event a Bid or Quotation is unable to meet the applicable contract MBE and WBE participation goals,
the Bid or Quotation must include a Petition for Reduction/Waiver and submit the Petition with its Bid or
Quotation. The Petition for Reduction/Waiver shall be supported with evidence and sufficient documentation

to demonstrate the Bid's or Quotation's Good Faith Efforts in attempting to achieve the applicable MBE and
WBE goals. If a Bid or Quotation does not indude all documentation in support of the Petition with its Bid or

Quotation, such documentation must be submitted to the Office of Contract Compliance within three (3)
business days after the date of the Bid or Quotation opening.

III. REDUCTION/WAIVER OF MBE/MBE GOALS

The determination of the adequacy of the Good Faith Efforts to utilize MBEs and WBEs in a Bid or
Quotation will be evaluated on the basis of the actions in attempting to achieve MBE and WBE
participation goals set forth in the Bid or Quotation.

B. Denvina a Reduction/Waiver Reouest.

If the Contract Compliance Administrator determines that a Bid or Quotation has not demonstrated

adequate Good Faith Efforts to meet the applicable contract MBE and WBE goals, the Contract
Compliance Administrator may deny a Petition for Reduction/Waiver and declare the Bid or
Quotation non-responsive and recommend rejection of the Bid or Quotation.

Failure to undertake and/or to document adequate Good Faith Efforts shall be cause. to deny a
Petition for Reduction/Waiver. Determination of the adequacy of a Bid's or Quotation's Good Faith

Effort will be evaluated on the basis of the Bid's or Quotsfion's actions as of the date of the Bid or
Quotation opening
