that invention, Improvement, or discovery wfil bs determined in accordance with applicable Federal
laws and regulations, Induding any waiver thereof. Urxess the Federal Government later makes a
contrary determination in writing, the Contractor agrees that, irrespective of its status or the status
of any subcontractor at any tier (e.g., a large business, smsfi business. non-profit organization,
insffiufion of higher education, individual), the Contractor agrees it will transmit to the Federal
Government those rights due ths Federal Government in any invention resulting from ths contract,

Federal Interest in Data and Coovriohts

(a) Defini5on. The term "subject data" used in this section means recorded information, whether or not

copyrighted, that is delivered or specified to be defiversd under ths Contram. Examples include,
but are not fimitsd. to: computer software, engineering drawings and associated lists,

specificafions, standards, process shesls, manuals, technical reports, catalog item idenfificstlons,

and related informa5on. The term "subject data" does not include tlnancisl reports, cost analyses,
and similar information incidental to Contract administra5on.

(b) Federal Restrictions The following restrictions apply to afi subject ikxta first produced in the
performance of ths Conlract. Except as provided in the Contract and except for its own internal

use, ths Contractor msy not publish or publicly reproduce subject data in whole or in part, or in any
manner or form, nor may ths Contractor authorize others to do so, without ths writfsn consent of
the County and the Federal Government, until such fime as the Federal Government may have
either released or approved the release of such data to the public.

(c) Federal Rights in Data and Copyrighls. In accordance with subparis 34 and 36 of the Common
Rule, the County and the Federal Government reserve a royalty-free, nonwxdusivs and
irrevocable license to reproduce, pubfish, or otherwise uss, and to authorize others to uss, for
county or Federal Government purposes, ths types of subject data described below. vtrahout the
copyright owner's oonssnt, the County and Federal Government may not extend their license to
other parties.

(1) Any subject data developed under the contract or subagreement financed by a federal
Grant Agreemsnt or Cooperafive Agreement, whether or not a copyright has been
obtained; snd

(2) Any rights of copyright which the Corrtractor purchases ownership with Federal
assistance.
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(d) Special Federal RISNs for Planning Research snd Development Projects. When the Federal

Government provides financlal assistance for a planning, research, development, or demonstration

project, Its general intention ls to increase public knowledge, rather fitan limit the benefit of the
project to participankr in the project. Therefore, unkurs the Federal Government determines
otherwise, the Contractor on a planning, research, development, or demonstration project agrees
that, in addition to the rights in dale and copyrigtus sst forth above, the County or Federal
Government may make available to any third party either a license in the copyright to the subject
data or a copy of the subject data. If the project is not completed for any reason whatsoever, all

data developed under the project will become subject data snd will be delivered as the County or
Federal Government may direct. This subsection, however, does not apply to adaptions of
automatic data processing equipment or previously exisfing software programs for the County's use
whose costs are financed with Federal transportation funds for capital projects.

(e) Hold Harmless. Unless prohibited by stats law, upon request by the County or ths Federal
Government, the Contractor agrssa to Indemnify, save, and hold harmless ths County and the
Federal Government and their officers, agents, and employees acting wilhin ths scope of their
offidat duties against any liability, indudimg costs and expenses, resulting from any willful or
intentional violation by the Contractor of proprietary rights, copyrights, or right of privacy, arising out
of the publication, trsnslakon, reproducbon, delivery, use, or disposition of any data furnished under
the Contract. The Contractor will not be required to indemnify ths County or Federal Government
for sny such fiability arising out of the wrongful acts of employees or agents of ths County or
Federal Government.

(f) Restricfions on Access to Patent Righls. Nothing contained in this secbon on rights in data will

imply a license to the County or Federal Government under any patent or be construed as alfecting
the scope of any license or other right otherwise granted to the County or Federal Government
under any patent.

(g) Application on Materials Incorporated into project. The requirements of Subsections 2, 3, snd 4 of
this Section do not apply to material furnished by the County and incorporated into the work.

Records and Audits

Contractor will deliver or cause to be dsfivered afi documents (including but not fimiled to all Deliverablss
snd supporfing data, records, graphs, charts and notes) prepared by or for the County under the terms of
this Agreement to ths County promptly in accordance with the time limits prescribed in this Contract, and if

no time limit is specified, then upon reasonable demand therefor or upon termination or completion of the
Services hereunder. In the went of the failure by the Contractor to make such delivery, then and in that
event, the Contractor will pay to County reasonable damages the County may sustain by reason thereof,

Ths County snd the Federal Government will have ths right to audit all payments made to the Contractor
under this Agrssmsnt. Any payments to the Contractor which exceed the amount to which the Conbactor is

entitled under the terms of this Agreement will be subject to set-olf.

The Contractor will keep and marin records relating to this Agreement and will make such records available
to representatives of the County and the Federal Government, including without limitation the sponsoring
federal agency, other partldpsfing agencies, and ths Comptmfier Gsnsml of ths United States, at
reasonable times during ths performance of this Agreement and for at least five years after termination of
this Agreement fix purposes of audit, inspection, copying, transcribing and abstradfing.

No provision in this Agreement gmnting the County or the Federal Government a right of access to records
is intended to impair, limit or alfect any right of access to such nmords which the County or the Feder@
Government would have had in the absence of such provisions.
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Environmental Recuirements

The Contractor recognizes that many Federal snd state laws imposing environmental and resource
conservation requirements may apply to the Contract.

T; snd "Determining Conformity of Federal Actions to State or Federal Implementation Plans," 40
C,F.R. Part 93. The Contractor further agrees to report and require each subcontractor at any tier
to report any violation of these requirements resulting from any Contract implementation activity to
the County and the approprtiate U.S. EPA Regional ONce.

(c) Clean Water. The Contractor agrees to comply with all applicable standards, orders, or regulations
Issued pursuant to the Federal Water Pollution Control Act, ss amended, 33 U.S.C, 55 1251 et seq.
Ths Contractor further agrees to report and require each subcontractor at any tier to report any
violation of these requirements resulting fram any Contract impte~ arZivity to the County
and ths appropriate U.S. EPA Regional OI8ce.

The Contractor agrees that any facility to be used in the perfonnance of
the Contract or to bene8t fram the Contract will not be listed on ths U.S. EPA List of Violating
Fsdlities ("List"), and ths contractor will pmmptly nrzify the county if the contractor receives any
communication from the U.S. EPA that such s facility is under consideration for inclusion on the
List.
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(e) Preference for Rscyckrd Products. To the extent practicable snd economically feasible and to the
extent that It doss not reduce or impair ths quality of ths work, ths Contractor agrees to use
rscyded products in performance of the Contract pursuant tc U.S. Envkonment Protection Agency
(U.S. EPA) guidelines at 40 C.F.R.Parts 247-253, which implement secgon 6002 of the Resource
Conservation and Recovery Act, as amended, 42 U.S.C.g 6962.

No Exclusionaiv or Discrimlnakirv Soecifications

Apart from inconsistent requirements Imposed by Federal statute or regulations, the Contractor agrees that it

will comply with the requirsmenls of 49 U.S.C.g 5323(h)(2) by refiaining from using any Federal assistance
to support subcontracts procured using exdusionsry or discriminakxy speciTications.

Notwithstanding any concurrence provided by the Federal
Government in or approvai of sny solidtation, agreement, or contract, ths Federal Government continues to
have no obligations or liabilities to any party, Induding the Contractor.

Allowable Costs

Notwithstanding any compensation provision to the contrary, the ContractoVs compensation under this
Contract will be limited to those amounts which ars allowable and elhcable to ths Contract in accordance

with 0MB Circular A87 and the regulations in 49 CFR. Part 18. To ths extent that an audit reveals that the
Contractor has received payrsent in excess of such amounts, the County may offset such excess payments
against any future payments dus to the Contractor and, if no future payments are due or if future payments
are less than such excess, the Contractor will promptly refund the amount of the excess payments to the
County.

12. Trade Restrictions

If
Contractor Imowlngly procures or subcontracts for the supply of any product or service of a foreign country
on said list for uss on the project, the USDOT may direct, through the County, cancellation of the Contract at
no cost to the Government.

Further, Contractor agrees that it will incorporate ibis provision for certification without modification in each
subcontract. Contractor may rdy on the certiTicason of a prospecgve Subcontractor unless it has knowledge
that the cer55cs5on is erroneous. Contractor wgl provide Immediate written notice to ths County if it learns
that its cerdflca5on or that of a Subcontractor was erroneous when submitted or has become erroneous by
reason of changed circumstances. Each Subcontractor must agree to provide written notice to Contractor if

at any time it learns that its cerdlication was erroneous by reason of changed circumstances. Nothing

contained in the foregoing will be construed to require establishment of a system of records in order to
render, in good faith, the csr55cagon required by this provision.

To the extent that any Deliverable does not qualify as s "work made for hire," Consultant irrevocably grants,
conveys, bargains, sells, assigns. transfers and delivers to the County, its successors and assigns, all light,
title and interest in snd to the copyrights and all U.S. and foreign copyriight registrations, copyright
applications and copyright renewals for them, and other intangible, intellectual property embodied in or
pertaining to the Deiiverables prepared for the County under this Agreement, free and clear of any liens,
claims or other encumbrances, to the fullest extent permitted by lsw. Consultant wIII execute all documents
and perform alt acts that the County may reasonably request In order to assist ths County in perfecting its

rights in and to the copyrights relating to the Deliverables, st the sole expense of the County.

Consultant warrants to County, Ns successors and assigns, that on the date of bansfer Consultant is the
lawful owner of good and marketable title in and to the copyrights for the Delivembles and has the legal
rights to fully assign them. Consultant further warrants that it has not assigned any copyrights nor gmnted
sny licenses, extfuslve or nonexrfusive, to any other party, and that it is not a party to any other agreements
or subject to any other restrictions with respect to ths Dellversbles. Consultant warrants and represents that
the Dellverables are complete and comprehensive, and the Deliverables are a work of original authorship.

Accessibilitv Comoliance

6 this Agreement involves design for construc6on, the Consultant warrants that all design documents
produced or utilized under this Agreement and all construcgon or alterations undertaken under this
Agreement will comply with all federal, state snd local laws and regulations regarding accessibility slandsrds
for persons with disabilities or environmentally limited persons induding, but not limited to, the following: the
Ameriicans with Disabilities Act of 1990, 42 U.S.C. g 12101 et seq. and the Americans with Disabilities Act
Accessibility Guidelines for Buildings and Facilities ("ADAAG"); the Architectural Bamers Act, Pub. L 90-480
