BID NOTICE means the notice from the CPO regarding a Procurement which shall induds: s general
description of the Procurement; information necessary to obtain the Bid Documents; snd ths date, time snd
place for both the submission of Bids and the opening of the Bids.

CONTRACT shall mean any wrilten document to make Procurements by or on behalf of Cook County.

CONTRACT DOCUMENTS shall mean collectively the Bid Cover Page, legal advertisement, Bid Notice, Bid

Documents, Bid, Economic Disdosure Statement, MBENVBE Utilization Plan and sny other document required

by the Chief Procurement Officer, The above documents shall be considered as one integrated document

setting forth ths obligations of the parties.

CONTRACTOR shall mean the Person that enters into s Contract with the County.

COUNTY shall mean the County of Cook, a body politic and corporate of the Stats of illinois.

DIRECTOR shall mean the person or persons authorized by the County to act in connection with this Contract.
Such authorization shall not indude any power to change the scope of the Contract or to obligate the County to
pay additional sums beyond the amount of the Contract awarded by the Cook County Board of Commissioners
or the Chief Pmcurement Oflicer.

CHIEF PROCUREMENT OFFICER or CPO shall mean the Chief Procurement Oflicer of the County of Cook
whose duNes and responsibilities ars more particularly described in ths Cook County Procurement Code,
Chapter 34, Artide IV, Division I.

OCPO shall mean the Oflice of the Chief Procurement Ofticer of Cook County.

PERSON shall mean any individual, corporation, partnership, Joint Venture, trust association, Limited Liability

Company, sole proprietorship or legal entity.

PROCUREMENT shall mean obtaining supplies, equipment, goods or services of any kind.

SPECIFICATIONS shall mean the description of the services, work, goods, equipment, personnel, volume and

use statistics and all requirements for the scope of work set forth in the Contract Documents.

USING AGENCY shall mean the deparlments or agencies within Cook County government including elected
officials.

IB-02 PREPARAllON OF EDS AND EXECUTION DOCUMENT

IB-10 LOCAL BUSINESS PREFERENCE

The Chief Procurement Officer shall, for all Proouremants funded solely with County dollars by competitive sealed
bidding, accept the lowest bid priice or lowest evaluated bid price from a responsive or responsible local business,
provided that ths Bkl does not exceed the lowest bid price or lowest evaluated bid price from s respcniive and
responsible non-local business by more than five percent (5'/).

"Local business" shall mean a Person, including a foreign corporation authorized to transact business in illinois, having
a bona fide establishment located within the County at which it is transacbng business on the date when s Bid is
submitted to the County, and which employs ths majority of its regular, full-time work force within ths County. A Joint
Venture shall constitute 9 Local Business if one or more Persons that qualify as a "Local Business" hold interests totaling
over 50 percent in the Joint Venture, even if the Joint Venture does not, at the time of the Bid submittal, have such a
bona fide establishment within the County.

IB-11 RE-ENTRY EMPLOYMENT EARNED CREDITS

and (vii) hss agreed to provide Certified payrofls as specifled in the illinois Prevailing Wage AcL

IB-16 CONSIDERATION OF BID PROPOSALS

The County reserves the right to reject or accept any or afl Sid Proposals, to extend the bidding period, to waive

technicalities in the Bid and/or to withdraw or cancel the Bid or to issue a new Bid, Le., "rebid" prior to award of the
Contract.

After Bid Proposals are opened and read aloud, they will be evaluated based on the price, conformance with

Specifications, the responsibility of the various Bidders taking into consideration factors induding, but not limited to,
those noted in IB-09, 16-10 and responsiveness to the County's Minority and Female Owned Business Ordinance.

The Chief Procurement Officer reserves the right to make corrections, after receiving the Bids, to any clerical error

apparent on the face of the Bid, including but not limited to obviously incorrect units or misplaced decimal points, or
arithmetic errors. In the event that comparison of the Bidder's "Unit Price" and Total P/ice" submitted for any line items

reveals a calculation error, the Unit Price will prevail.

Section 344136 of the Cook County Procurement Code permits Bidders to file protests. Any Bidder who reasonably
believes that the recommended Bidder is not ths lowest Responsive and Responsible Bidder, or has s complaint about
ths bid process, may submit a bid pmtest, in writing, and directed to the CPO, within three business days after the date
upon which the CPO posts the recommended Bid for award or execution on the County's website. The bid protest must
specify why the protester believes Ihe recommended Bidder is not the lowest Responsive and Responsible Bidder, or
why the protestor believes the bid procedure was unfair, including 6 statement of how the alleged unfairness prejudiced
the protesting Bidder and the action requested of the CPO. A bid protest based on sn issue which could have been
dariifled through a request for dsriiication or information pursuant to Section 34-136(d), snd 18-05, Communications with

the County rsganling competitive bidding process, will not be considered if the protesting Bidder failed tc make such
request. When a bid protest hss been submitted, no further action shaN be taken on the Procurement until the CPO
makes a decision concerning ths bid protest, unless the Using Agency responds in writing and sufficiently demonstrates
that (i) the item to be procured is urgently required and (i0 failure to make the sward promptly will unduly delay delivery
or performance or cause other undue harm.

The CPO shat) issue a written decision on the bid protest to the protesting Bidder end to any other Bidder affected by
such decision as soon as reasonably practicable. If Ihe bid protest is upheld based on a lack of fairness in the bid
procedure, the CPO shall re-bid the procurement. If the CPO determines that the recommended Bidder wss not
Responsive and Responsible, that Bidder shall be disqualified and ths CPO may either recommend the knsest
Responsive and Responsible Bidder or re*id, Any CPO decision concerning bid protests shall be final,

IB-19 PERFORMANCE AND PAYNIIENT BOND

When required in Bid Documents, the successful Bidder shall furnish s Performance and Payment Bond in the full

amount of the Contrad on the County Form, s specimen of which shall be provided. The Surety issuing the
Performance and Payment Bond must have s general rating of "A" and shell be a Class Vll or higher in the financial size
category as defined by Best's Key Rating Guide-Property and Casualty, or have such ratings ss specified in the Contract
Documents.

In the event that the Bidder fails to furnish the Performance and Payment Bond within fourteen (14) calendar days after
service of the Notice of Award, the County msy elect to retain Bidder's bid deposit as liquidated damages and not as a
penalty snd reject the Bid. The parties agree that ths sum of the bid deposit is a fair estimate of the amount of damages
that the County will sustain due to the Bidder's failure to furnish the Performance and Payment Bond snd ths termination

of the Contract.

IB-ZO PRICES FIRM

All prices quoted in the Bid proposal shall be firm snd will not be subject to increase during fire term of the Contract,

except as otherwise pnwided in these Contract Documents.

IB-21 CASH BILLING DISCOUNTS

Cash bigng or percentage discounts for payment will not be considered in evstuafing Bid Proposals,

IB-22 CATALOGS

Each Bidder shsfi submit in TRIPLICATE, where necessary or when requested catalogs, descriptive literature, snd

detailed drawings, fully detailing features, designs, construction, appointment and finishes not covered in the

Spscifications but necessary to fully describe the goods, equipment, supplies or seniices.

IB-23 AUTHORI2ED DEALER/DISTRIBUTOR

For goods, equipment and supplies, the Bidder must be one of the following; (i) the manufacturer, (ii) sn authorized

dealer/distributor; or (iii) able to promptly secure the necessary genuine parts, assemblies and/or accessories as

supplied by the original equipment manufacturer (D.E.M.),along with any necessary schematics or drawings to fulfill the
contractual obligations.

All Bids and Proposals must conform to the commitments made in the corresponding Letter(s) of intent, as
may be amended through change orders.

The Contract Compliance Director may at any time request supplemental informafion regarding Letter(s) of
Intent, and such information shall be furnished if the corresponding Bid or Proposal is to be deemed
responsive.

unless otherwise specified in the nogce of termination, the Contractor shaN immediately cease performance and shall

Federal Interest in Data and Coovriohts

Services hereunder. In the event of the failure by the Contractor to make such delivery, then and in that
event, the Contractor will pay to County reasonable damages the County may sustain by reason thereof.

The County and the Federal Government will have the right to audit all payments made to the Contractor

under this Agreement. Any payments to the Contractor which exceed the amount to which the Contractor is

entitled under the terms of this Agreement will be subject to set-off.

The Contractor will keep and retain records relating to this Agreement and will make such records available

to representatives of the County snd the Federal Government, including without limitation the sponsoring

federal agency, other participating agenoiss, and the Comptroller General of the United States, at

reasonable times during the performance of this Agreement and for at least five years after termination of
this Agreement for purposes of audit, inspection, copying, transcribing and abstracting.

No provision in this Agreement granting the County or the Federal Government a riight of access to records

is intended to impair, limit or affect any right of access to such records which the County or the Federal

Government would have hsd in the absence of such provisions,
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Environmental Rscuirements

The Contractor recognizes that many Federal and state laws imposing environmental and resource
conservafiion requirements may apply to the Contract. Some, but not all, of the major Federal Laws that
may affect the Contract include: the National Environmental Policy Act of 1969, as amended, 42 U.S.C. gfi

(U.S. EPA) guidelines at 40 C.F.R. Parts 247-253, which implement secfion 6002 of the Resource
Conservation and Recovery Act, as amended, 42 U.S.C.g 6962.

7. No Exclusionarv or Discriminatorv Soeciflcations
