CONTRACT DOCUMENTS shall mean collectively the Bid Cover Page, legal advertisement, Bid Notice, Bid

Documents, Bid, Economic Disclosure Statement, INBE/I/VBE Utilization Plan snd any other document required

by the Chief Procurement Officer. The above documents shall be considered as one integrated document

setting forth Ihe obligations of the parties.

H. CONTRACTOR shall mean the Person that enters into a Contract with the County.

COUNTY shall mean the County of Cook, a body politic and corporate of the State of 16inois.

DIRECTOR shall mean the person or persons authorized by the County to act in connecffon with this ContracL

Such authorizaffon shall not include any power to change the scope of the Contract or to obligate the County to

OCPO shall mean the Office of lhe Chief Procurement Officer of Cook County.

PERSON shall mean any Individual, corporation, parlnership, Joint Venture, trust association, Limited Liability

Company, sole proprietorship or legal entity.

PROCUREMENT shall mean obtaining supplies, equipment, goods or services of any kind.

SPECIFICATIONS shall mean ths description of the services, work, goods, equipment, personnel, volume and

use statistics snd aff requirements for the scope of work set forth In ths Contract Documents.

USING AGENCY shall mean the departments or agencies within Cook County government including eluded

otffciais.

18%2 PREPARATION OF EDS AND EXECUTION DOCUfifiENT

A. The Bidder shall prepare one (1)copy of Its Bid Proposal on the proposal forms within the Contract Documents
and three (3) Economic Disdosure Statement and Execution Documents ("EDS"),all with original signatures.

No Contract shall bs swarded to a Bidder that is in arrears or is in default to the County upon any debt or Contract. or
that is a defaulter, as surety or otherwise upon sny obligation to said County, or hss failed to perform faithfully any
previous contract with the County.

IB-10 LOCAL BUSINESS PREFERENCE

Ths Chief Procurement Officer shall, for all Procursments funded solely with County dollars by competitive sealed
bidding, accept the lowest bid price or lowest evaluated bid pi'ics from a responsive or responsible local business,
provided that the Bid does not exceed the lowest bid prtoe or lowest evaluated bid price from a responsive and
responsible non-local business by more than five percent (5%).

"Local business" shaN mean a Person, including a foreign corporation authorized to transact business in illinois, having

a bona fide establishment located within the County at which it ls transacting business on the date when a Bid is
submitted to the County, and which employs the majority of its regular, full-time work force v/ithin the County. A Joint
Venture shall constitute a Local Business if one or more Persons that qualify as s "Local Business" hold interests totaling

over 50 percent in the Joint Venture, even if the Joint Venture does not, at the time of the Bid submittal, have such a
bona fide establishment within the County.

ths County regarding competitive bidding process, will not be considered if the protesting Bidder failed to make such
request. When a bid protest has been submitted, no further action shall be taken on the Procurernsnt until the CPO
makes a decision concerning the bid protest, unless the Using Agency responds in writing and suflicientiy demonstrates
that (i} the item to be procured is urgently required and (ii) failure to make the award promptly will unduly delay delivery

or performance or cause other undue harm.

The CPO shall issue a written decision on the bid protest to the protesting Bidder and to any other Bidder affected by
such decision as soon as reasonably practicable. If the bid protest is upheld based on a lack of fairness in the bid

Contractor will deliver or cause to bs delivered all documents (including but not limited to all Dslivsrablss
and supporting data, records, graphs, charts and notes) prepared by or for ths County under the tenne of
this Agreement to the County promptly in accordance with ths time limits prescribed in this Contract, and if

no time limit is specified, then upon reasonable demand therefor or upon termination or completion of the
Services hereunder. In the event of the failure by the Contractor to make such delivery, then and in that
event, the Contractor will pay to County reasonable damages the County msy sustain by reason thereof.

Ths County snd the Federal Government will have the right to audit sll payments made to the Contractor
under this Agreement. Any payments to ths Contractor which exceed the amount to which the Contractor is
entitled under the terms of this Agreement will be subject to set-off.

The Contractor will keep and retain records relating tc this Agreement and will make such records available
to representaffves of the County and the Federal Government, including without limitation the sponsoring
federal agency, other participating agencies, and the Comptroller General of the United States, at
reasonable times during the performance of this Agreement and for at least five years after termination of
this Agreernsnt for purposes of audit, inspection, copying, transcribing and abstracting.

No provision in this Agreement granting the County or the Federal Government a right of access to records
is intended to impair, limit or affect any right of access to such records which the County or the Federal
Government would have had in the absence of such provisions.
