AGREEMENT

This Agreement is made and entered into by and between the County of Cook, a public body
corporate of the State of Illinois, on behalf of Office of the Chief Procurement Officer hereinafter
referred to as “County” and CENTER FOR CONFLIT RESOLUTION, doing business as a Not-
For-Profit of the State of Illinois, hereinafter referred to as “Contractor.

BACKGROUND

The County of Cook issued a Request for Proposals “RFP” for Violence Prevention,
Intervention and Reduction Seed Grants (340,000). Proposals were evaluated in accordance
with the evaluation criteria published in the RFP. The Contractor was selected based on the
proposal submitted and evaluated by the County representatives. '

Contractor represents that it has the professional experience and expertise fo provide the
necessary services and further warrants that it is ready, willing and able to perform in
accordance with the terms and conditions as set forth in this Agreement.

NOW, THEREFORE, the County and Contractor agree as follows:
TERMS AND CONDITIONS
ARTICLE 1: INCORPORATION OF BACKGROUND

The Backgrbund informatioﬁ set forth above is incorporated by reference as if fully set forth
here.

ARTICLE2: DEFINITIONS
a) Definitions

The following words and phrases have the following meanings for purposes of this
Agreement;

"Additional Services" means those services which are within the general scope of
Services of this Agreement, but beyond the description of services required under Article
3, and all services reasonably necessary to complete the Additional Services to the
standards of performance required by this Agreement. ~Any Additional Services
requested by the Using Agency require the approval of the Chief Procurement Officer in
a written amendment to this Agreement before Contractor is obligated to perform those
Additional Services and before the County becomes obligated to pay for those Additional
Services. ]
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"Agreement” means this Professional Services Agreement, including all exhibits
attached to it and incorporated in it by reference, and all amendments, modifications or
revisions made in accordance with its terms.

"Chief Procurement Officer" means the Chief Procurement Officer for the County of
Cook and any representative duly authorized in writing to act on his behalf.

"Services" means, collectively, the services, duties and responsibilities - described in
Article 3 of this Agreement and any and all work necessary to complete them or carry
them out fully and to the standard of performance required in this Agreement.

"Subcontractor" means any person or entity with whom Contractor contracts to provide
any part of the Services, of any tier, suppliers and materials providers, whether or not in
privity with Contractor.

""Using Agency" shall mean the department of agency within Cook County including
elected officials.

Interpretation

i) The term "include" (in all its forms) means "include, without limitation" unless
the context clearly states otherwise.

ii) All references in this Agreement to Articles, Sections or Exhibits, unless
otherwise expressed or indicated are to the Articles, Sections or Exhibits of this
Agreement.

iity ~ Words importing persons include firms, associations, partnerships, trusts,
corporations and other legal entities, including public bodies, as well as natural
persons.

iv)  Any headings preceding the text of the Articles and Sections of this Agreement,
and any tables of contents or marginal notes appended to it are solely for
convenience or reference and do not constitute a part of this Agreement, nor do
they affect the meaning, construction or effect of this Agreement.

v) ~ Words importing the singular include the plural and vice versa. Words of the
masculine gender include the correlative words of the feminine and neuter
genders.

vi)  Allreferences to a number of days mean calendar days, unless expressly indicated
otherwise.

ARTICLE 3: DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES OF CONTRACTOR

a)

Scope of Services

This description of Services is intended to be general in nature and is neither a complete
description of Contractor's Services nor a limitation on the Services that Contractor is to
provide under this Agreement. Contractor must provide the Services in accordance with
the standards of performance set forth in Section 3¢. The Services that Contractor must
provide include, but are not limited to, those described in Exhibit 1, Scope of Services
and Time Limits for Performance, which is attached to this Agreement and incorporated
by reference as if fully set forth here.

Deliverables

In carrying out its Services, Contractor must prepare or provide to the County various
Deliverables. "Deliverables" include work product, such as written reviews,
recommendations, reports and analyses, produced by Contractor for the County.

The County may reject Deliverables that do not include relevant information or data, or
do not include all documents or other materials specified in this Agreement or reasonably
necessary for the purpose for which the County made this Agreement or for which the
County intends to use the Deliverables. If the County determines that Contractor has
failed to comply with the foregoing standards, it has 30 days from the discovery to notify
Contractor of its failure. If Contractor does not correct the failure, if it is possible to do
so, within 30 days after receipt of notice from the County specifying the failure, then the
County, by written notice, may treat the failure as a default of this Agreement under
Article 9.

Partial or incomplete Deliverables may be accepted for review only when required for a
specific and well-defined purpose and when consented to in advance by the County.
Such Deliverables will not be considered as satisfying the requirements of this
Agreement and partial or incomplete Deliverables in no way relieve Contractor of its
commitments under this Agreement.
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Standard of Performance

Contractor must perform all Services required of it under this Agreement with that degree
of skill, care and diligence normally shown by a Contractor performing services of a
scope and purpose and magnitude comparable with the nature of the Services to be
provided under this Agreement. Contractor acknowledges that it is entrusted with or has
access to valuable and confidential information and records of the County and with
respect to that information, Contractor agrees to be held to the standard of care of a
fiduciary.

Contractor must assure that all Services that require the exercise of professional skills or
judgment are accomplished by professionals qualified and competent in the applicable
discipline and appropriately licensed, if required by law. Contractor must provide copies
of any such licenses. Contractor remains responsible for the professional and technical
accuracy of all Services or Deliverables furnished, whether by Contractor or its
Subcontractors or others on its behalf. All Deliverables must be prepared in a form and
content satisfactory to the Using Agency and delivered in a timely manner consistent
with the requirements of this Agreement.

If Contractor fails to comply with the foregoing standards, Contractor must perform
again, at its own expense, all Services required to be re-performed as a direct or indirect
result of that failure. Any review, approval, acceptance or payment for any of the
Services by the County does not relieve Contractor of its responsibility’ for the
professional skill and care and technical accuracy of its Services and Deliverables. This
provision in no way limits the County’s rights against Contractor either under this
Agreement, at law or in equity.

Personnel
i) Adeguate Staffing

Contractor must, upon receiving a fully executed copy of this Agreement, assign and
maintain during the term of this Agreement and any extension of it an adequate staff of
competent personnel that is fully equipped, licensed as appropriate, available as needed,
qualified and assigned exclusively to perform the Services. Contractor must include
among its staff the Key Personnel and positions as identified below. The level of
staffing may be revised from time to time by notice in writing from Contractor to the
County and with written consent of the County, which consent the County will not
withhold unreasonably. If the County fails to object to the revision within 14 days after
receiving the notice, then the revision will be considered accepted by the County.
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1i) Key Personnel

Contractor must not reassign or replace Key Personnel without the written consent of the
County, which consent the County will not unreasonably withhold. "Key Personnel"
means those job titles and the persons assigned to those positions in accordance with the -

- provisions of this Section 3.d(ii). The Using Agency may at any time in writing notify

Contractor that the County will no longer accept performance of Services under this
Agreement by one or more Key Personnel listed. Upon that notice Contractor must
immediately suspend the services of the key person or persons and must replace him or
them in accordance with the terms of this Agreement A list of Key Personnel is found in
Exhibit 1, Scope of Services.

iiiy  Salaries and Wages

Contractor and Subcontractors must pay all salaries and wages due all employees
performing Services under this Agreement unconditionally and at least once a month
without deduction or rebate on any account, except only for those payroll deductions that
are mandatory by law or are permitted under applicable law and regulations. If in the
performance of this Agreement Contractor underpays any such salaries or wages, the
Compitroller for the County may withhold, out of payments due to Contractor, an amount
sufficient to pay to employees underpaid the difference between the salaries or wages
required to be paid under this Agreement and the salaries or wages actually paid these
employees for the total number of hours worked. The amounts withheld may be
disbursed by the Comptroller for and on account of Contractor to the respective
employees to whom they are due. The parties acknowledge that this Section 3.d(iii) is
solely for the benefit of the County. and that it does not grant any third party beneficiary
rights.

Minority and Women Owned Business Enterprises Commitment

In the performance of this Agreement, including the procurement and lease of materials
or equipment, Contractor must abide by the minority and women's business enterprise
commitment requirements of the Cook County Ordinance, (Article IV, Section 34-267
through 272) except to the extent waived by the Compliance Director. There is a zero
percent (0%) MBE/WBE goal for this contract.
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Contractor must provide and maintain at Contractor's own expense, during the term of
this Agreement and any time period following expiration if Contractor is required to
return and perform any of the Services or Additional Services under this Agreement, the
insurance coverages and requirements specified below, insuring all operations related to

this Agreement.
i) Tnsurance To Be Provided
(1)  Workers Compensation and Employers Liability

Workers Compensation Insurance, as prescribed by applicable law,
covering all employees who are to provide a service under this Agreement

and Employers Liability coverage with limits of not less than $500,000
each accident or illness.

Commercial General Liability (Primary and Umbrella)

'Commercial General Liability Insurance or equivalent with limits of not

less than $2.000.000 per occurrence for bodily injury, personal injury and
property damage liability. Coverages must include the following: All
premises and operations, products/completed operations, separation of
insureds, defense and contractual liability (with po limitation
endorsement). Cook County is to be named as an additional insured on a
primary, non-contributory basis for any Hability arising directly or
indirectly from the Services.

Subcontractors performing Services for Contractor must maintain limits of
not less than $1,000,000 with the same terms in this Section 3.i(2).

Automobile Liability (Primary and Umbrella)

When any motor vehicles ‘(owne.d, non-owned and hired) are used in
connection with Services to be performed, Contractor must provide
Automobile Liability Insurance with limits of not less than $1.000,000 per

~ occurrence limit, for bodily injury and property damage. The County is to

be named as an additional insured on a primary, non-contributory basis.
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(4) - Professional Liability

When any professional Contractors perform Services in connection with this
Agreement, Professional Liability Insurance covering acts, errors or omissions
must be maintained with limits of not less than $2.000.000. Coverage must
include contractual liability. When policies are renewed or replaced, the policy
retroactive date must coincide with, or precede, start of Services on this
Agreement. A claims-made policy which is not renewed or replaced must have
an extended reporting period of 2 years.

Subcontractors performing Services for Contractor must maintain limits of not
less than $1.000.000 with the same terms in this Section 3.i(4).

(5) Valuable Papers

When any designs, drawings, specifications and documents are produced or used
under this Agreement, Valuable Papers Insurance must be maintained in an
amount to insure against any loss whatsoever, and must have limiis sufficient to
pay for the re-creation and reconstruction of such records.

Additional Requirements

(1) Contractor must furnish the County of Cook, Cook County, Office of the
Chief Procurement Officer, 118 N, Clark St, Room 1018, Chicago, IL
60602, original Certificates of Insurance, or such similar evidence, to be in
force on the date of this Agreement, and Renewal Certificates of
Insurance, or such similar evidence, if the coverages have an expiration or
renewal date occurring during the term of this Agreement. Contractor
must submit evidence of insurance on the County Insurance Certificate
Form (copy attached as Exhibit 3) or equivalent prior to the effective date
of the Agreement. The receipt of any certificate does not constitute
agreement by the County that the insurance requirements in this
Agreement have been fully met or that the insurance policies indicated on
the certificate are in compliance with all Agreement requirements. The
failure of the County to obtain certificates or other insurance evidence
from Contractor is not a waiver by the County of any requirements for
Contractor to obtain and maintain the specified coverages. Contractor
must advise all insurers of the provisions in this Agreement regarding
insurance. Non-conforming insurance does not relieve Contractor of the
obligation to provide insurance as specified in this Agreement.

" Nonfulfillment of the insurance conditions may constitute a violation of
this Agreement, and the County retains the right to terminate this
Agreement or to suspend this Agreement until proper evidence of
insurance is provided.
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The insurance must provide for 60 days prior written notice to be given to
the County in the event coverage is substantially changed, canceled or
non-renewed. All deductibles or self-insured retentions on referenced
insurance coverages must be borne by Contractor. Contractor agrees that
insurers waive their rights of subrogation against the County of Cook, its
employees, elected officials, agents or representatives.

The coverages and limits furnished by Contractor in no way. limit
Contractor’s liabilities and responsibilities specified within  this
Agreement or by law. Any insurance or self-insurance programs
maintained by the County of Cook apply in excess. of and do not
contribute with insurance provided by Contractor under this Agreement.

The required insurance is not limited by any limitations expressed in the
indemnification language in this Agreement or any limitation placed on
the indemnity in this Agreement given as a matter of law.

Contractor must require all Subcontractors to provide the insurance
required in this Agreement, or Contractor may provide the coverages for
Subcontractors. All Subcontractors are subject to the same insurance
requirements as Contractor unless otherwise specified in this Agreement.
If Contractor or Subcontractor desires additional coverages, the party
desirinig the additional coverages is responsible for its acquisition and cost.

The County’s Risk Management Office maintains the rights to modify,
delete, alter or change these requirements. "Risk Management Office"
means the Risk Management Office, which is under the direction of the
Director of Risk Management and is charged with reviewing and
analyzing insurance and related liability matters for the County.

Indemnification

The Contractor covenants and agrees to indemnify and save harmless the County and its
commissioners, officials, employees, agents and representatives, and their respective
heirs, successors and assigns, from and against any and all costs, expenses, attorney's
fees, losses, damages and liabilities incurred or suffered directly or indirectly from or
attributable to any claims arising out of or incident to the performance or nonperformance
of the Contract by the Contractor, or the acts or omissions of the officers, agents,
employees, Contractors, subcontractors, licensees or invitees of the Contractor. The
Contractor expressly understands and agrees that any Performance Bond or insurance
protection required of the Contractor, or otherwise provided by the Contractor, shall in no
way limit the responsibility to indemnify the County as hereinabove provided.
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Confidentiality and Ownership of Documents

Contractor acknowledges and agrees that information regarding this Contract is
confidential and shall not be disclosed, directly, indirectly or by implication, or be used by -
Contractor in any way, whether during the term of this Contract or at any time thereafter,
except solely as required in the course of Contractor's performance hereunder. Contractor
shall comply with the applicable privacy laws and regulations affecting County and will not
disclose any of County’s records, materials, or other data to any third party. Contractor
shall not have the right to compile and distribute statistical analyses and reports utilizing
data derived from information or data obtained from County without the prior written
approval of County. In the event such approval is given, any such reports published and
distributed by Contractor shall be furnished to County without charge.

All documents, data, studies, reports, work product or product created as a result of the
performance of the Coniract (the “Documents”) shall be included in the Deliverables and
shall be the property of the County of Cook. It shall be a breach of this Contract for the
Contractor to reproduce or use any documents, data, studies, reports, work product or
product obtained from the County of Cook or any Documents created hereby, whether such
reproduction or use is for Contractor’s own purposes or for those of any third party. During
the performance of the Contract Contractor shall be responsible of any loss or damage to
the Documents while they are in Contractor’s possession, and any such loss or damage
shall be restored at the expense of the Contractor. The County and: its designees shall be
afforded full access to the Documents and the work at all times.

Patents, Copyrights and Licenses

If applicable, Contractor shall furnish the Chief Procurement Officer with all licenses
required for the County to utilize any software, including firmware or middleware,
provided by Contractor as part of the Deliverables. Such licenses shall be clearly marked
with a reference to the number of this County Contract, Contractor shall also furnish a
copy of such licenses to the Chief Procurement Officer. Unless otherwise stated in these
Contract documents, such licénses shall be perpetual and shall not limit the number of
persons who may utilize the software on behalf of the County.

Contractor agrees to hold harmless and indemnify the County, its officers, agents,
employees and affiliates from and defend, as permitted by 1llinois law, at its own expense
(including reasonable attorneys', accountants' and Contractors' fees), any suit or proceeding
brought against County based upon a claim that the ownership and/or use of equipment,
hardware and software or any part thereof provided to the County or utilized in performing
Contractor's services constitutes an infringement of any patent, copyright or license or any
other property right.
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In the event the use of any equipment, hardware or software or any part thereof is enjoined,
Contractor with all reasonable speed and due diligence shall provide or otherwise secure
for County, at the Contractor's election, one of the following: the right to continue use of
the equipment, hardware or software; an equivalent system having the Specifications as
provided in this Contract; or Contractor shall modify the system or its component parts so
that they become non-infringing while performing in a substantially similar manner to the
original system, meeting the requirements of this Contract.

Examination of Records and Audits

The Contractor agrees that the Cook County Auditor or any of its duly authorized

- representatives shall, until expiration of three (3) years after the final payment under the

Contract, have access and the right to examine any books, documents, papers, canceled
checks, bank statements, purveyor's and other invoices, and records of the Contractor
related to the Contract, or to Contractor's compliance with any term, condition or provision
thereof. The Contractor shall be responsible for establishing and maintaining records
sufficient to document the costs associated with performance under the terms of this
Contract. ' ' :

The Contractor further agrees that it shall include in all of its subconiracts hereunder a
provision to the effect that the Subcontractor agrees that the Cook County Auditor or any of
its duly authorized representatives shall, until expiration of three (3) years after final
payment under the subcontract, have access and the right -to examine any books,
documents, papers, canceled checks, bank statements, purveyor's and other invoices and
records of such Subcontractor involving transactions relating to the subcontract, or to such
Subcontractor compliance with any term, condition or provision thereunder or under the
Contract.

In the event the Contractor receives payment under the Contract, reimbursement for which
is later disallowed by the County, the Contractor shall promptly refund the disaliowed
amount to the County on request, or at the County's option, the County may credit the
amount disallowed from the next payment due or to become due to the Contractor under
any contract with the County.

To the extent this Contract pertains to Deliverables which may be reimbursable under the
Medicaid or Medicare Programs, Contractor shall retain and make available upon
request, for a period of four (4) years after furnishing services pursuant to this
Agreement, the contract, books, documents and records which are necessary to certify the
nature and extent of the costs of such services if requested by the Secretary of Health and
Human Services or the Comptroller General of the United States or any of their duly
authorized representatives.

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If Contractor catries out any of its duties under the Agreement through a subcontract with
a related organization involving a value of cost of $10,000.00 or more over a 12 month
petiod, Coniractor will cause such subcontract to contain a clause to the effect that, until
the expiration of four years after the furnishing of any service pursuant to said
subcontract, the related organization will make available upon request of the Secretary of
Health and Human Services or the Comptroller General of the United States or any of
their duly authorized representatives, copies of said subcontract and any books,

documents, records and other data of said related organization that are necessary to
certify the nature and extent of such costs. This paragraph relating to the retention and
production of documents is included because of possible application of Section
1861(v}(1)(1) of the Social Security Act to this Agreement; if this Section should be
found to be inapplicable, then thls paragraph shall be deemed inoperative and without
force and effect.

Subcontracting or Assignment of Contract or Contract Funds

Once awarded, this Contract shall not be subcontracted or assigned, in whole or in part,
without the advance written approval of the Chief Procurement Officer, which approval
shall be granted or withheld at the sole discretion of the Chief Procurement Officer. In no
case, however, shall such approval relieve the Contractor from its obligations or change the
terms of the Contract. The Contractor shall not transfer or assign any Contract funds or any
interest therein due or to become due without the advance written approval of the Chief
Procurement Officer. The unauthorized subcontracting or assignment of the Contract, in
whole or in part, or the unauthorized transfer or assignment of any Contract funds, either in
whole or in part, or any interest therein, which shall be due or are to become due the
Contractor shall have no effect on the County and are null and void.

Prior to the commencement of the Contract, the Contractor shall identify in writing to the
Chief Procurement Officer the names of any and all Subcontractors it intends to use in the
performance of the Contract by completing the Identification of Subcontractor/Supplier/
Subcontractor Form (“ISF”). The Chief Procurement Officer shall have the right to
disapprove any Subcontractor. All Subcontractors shall be subject to the terms of this
Contract. Contractor shall incorporate into all subcontracts all of the provisions of the
Contract which affect such subcontract. Copies of subcontracts shall be provided to the
Chief Procurement Officer upon request. '

The Contractor must disclose the name and business address of each Subcontractor,
attorney, lobbyist, accountant, Contractor and any other person or entity whom the
Contractor has retained or expects to retain in connection with the Matter, as well as the
nature of the relationship, and the total amount of the fees paid or estimated to be paid. The
Contractor is not required to disclose employees who are paid or estimated to be paid. The
Contractor is not required to disclose employees who are paid solely through the
Contractor’s regular payroll. “Lobbyist” means any person or entity who undertakes to
influence any legislation or administrative action on behalf of any person or entity other
than: (1) a not-for-profit entity, on an unpaid basis, or (2), himself,
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“Lobbyist” also means any person or entity any part of whose duties as an employee of
another includes undertaking to influence any legislative or administrative action. If the
Contractor is uncertain whether a disclosure is required under this Section, the Contractor
must either ask the County, whether disclosure is required or make the disclosure.

The County reserves the right to prohibit any person from entering any County facility for
any reason. All Contractors and Subcontractor of the Contractor shall be accountable to the
Chief Procurement Officer or his designee while on any County property and shall abide by
all rules and regulations imposed by the County.

Professional Social Services

In accordance with 34-146, of the Cook County Procurement Code, all Contractors or
providers providing services under a Professional Social Service Contracts or Professional
Social Services Agreements, shall submit an annual performance report to the Using
Agency, 1.e., the agency for whom the Contractor or provider is providing the professional
social services, that includes but is not limited to relevant statistics, an empirical analysis
where applicable, and a written narrative describing the goals and objectives of the contract
or agreement and programmatic outcomes. The annual performance report shall be
provided and reported to the Cook County Board of Commissioners by the applicable
Using Agency within forty-five days of receipt. Failure of the Contractor or provider to
provide an annual performance report will be considered a breach of contract or agreement
by the Contractor or provider, and may result in termination of the Contract or agreement.

For purposes of this Section, a Professional Social Service Contract or Professional Social
Service Agreement shall mean any contract or agreement with a social service provider,
including other governmental agencies, nonprofit organizations, or for profit business
enterprises engaged in the field of and providing social services, juvenile justice, mental
health treatment, alternative sentencing, offender rehabilitation, recidivism reduction, foster
care, substance abuse treatment, domestic violence services, community transitioning
services, intervention, or such other similar services which provide mental, social or
physical treatment and services to individuals. Said Professional Social Service Contracts
or Professional Social Service Agreements do not include CCHHS managed care contracts
that CCHHS may enter into with health care providers.

ARTICLE 4: TERM OF PERFORMANCE

Term of Performance
This Agreement takes effect when approved by the Cook County Chief Procurement

Officer and its term shall be from November 1, 2015 through October 31, 2016 or until
this Agreement is terminated in accordance with its terms, whichever occurs first.
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Timeliness of Performance

i) Contractor must provide the Services and Deliverables within the term and within
the time limits required under this Agreement, pursuant to the provisions of
Section 4.a and Exhibit 1. Further, Contractor acknowledges that TIME IS OF
THE ESSENCE and that the failure of Contractor to comply with the time limits
described in this Section 4.b may result in economic or other losses to the Courty.

ii) Neither Contractor nor Contractor’s agents, employees nor Subcontractors are
entitled to any damages from the County, nor is any party entitled to be
reimbursed by the County, for damages, charges or other losses or expenses
incurred by Contractor by reason of delays or hindrances in the performance of
the Services, whether or not caused by the County.

Agreement Extension Option

The Chief Procurement Officer may at any time before this Agreement expires elect to
extend this contract under the same terms and conditions as this original Agreement,
except as provided otherwise in this Agreement, by notice in writing to Contractor. After
notification by the Chief Procurement Officer, this Agreement must be modified to
reflect the time extension in accordance with the provisions of Section 10.c.

ARTICLE 5: COMPENSATION

Basis of Payment

The County will pay Contraetor according to the Schedule of Compensatlon in the

attached Exhlblt 2 for the successful completion of services.

Method of Payment

All invoices submitted by the Contractor shall be in accordance with the cost provisions
contained in the Agreement and shall contain a detailed description of the Deliverables,
including the quantity of the Deliverables, for which payment is requested. All invoices
for services shall include itemized entries indicating the date or time period in which the
services were provided, the amount of time spent performing the services, and a detailed
description of the services provided during the period of the invoice. All invoices shall
reflect the amounts invoiced by and the amounts paid to the Contractor as of the date of
the invoice. Invoices for new charges shall not include “past due” amounts, if any, which
amounts must be set forth on a separate invoice. Contractor shall not be entitled to
invoice the County for any late fees or other penalties.

In accordance with Section 34-177 of the Cook County Procurement Code, the County
shall have a right to set off and subtract from any invoice(s) or Contract price, a sum equal
to any fines and penalties, including interest, for any tax or fee delinquency and any debt or

“obligation owed by the Contractor to the County,
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The Contractor acknowledges its duty to ensure the accuracy of all invoices submitted to
the County for payment. By submitting the invoices, the Contractor certifies that all
itemized entries set forth in the invoices are true and correct. The Contractor acknowledges
that by submitting the invoices, it certifies that it has delivered the Deliverables, i.e., the
goods, supplies, services or equipment set forth in the Agreement to the Using Agency, or
that it has properly performed the services set forth in the Agreement. The invoice must
also reflect the dates and amount of time expended in the provision of services under the
Agreement. The Contractor acknowledges that any inaccurate statements or negligent or
intentional misrepresentations in the invoices shall result in the County exercising all
remedies available to it in law and equity including, but not limited to, a delay in payment
or non-payment to the Contractor, and reporting the matter to the Cook County Office of
the Independent Inspector General.

When a Contractor receives any payment from the County for any supplies, equipment,
goods, or services, it has provided to the County pursuant to its Agreement, the
Contractor must make payment to its Subcontractors within 15 days after receipt of
payment from the County, provided that such Subcontractor has satisfactorily provided
the supplies, equipment, goods or services in accordance with the Contract and provided
the Contractor with all of the documents and information required of the Contractor. The
Contractor may delay or postpone payment to a Subcontractor when the Subcontractor’s
supplies, equipment, goods, or services do not comply with the requirements of the
Contract, the Contractor is acting in good faith, and not in retaliation for a Subcontractor
exercising legal or contractual rights.

Funding

The source of funds for payments under this Agreement is identified in Exhibit 2,
Schedule of Compensat:on Payments under this Agreement must not exceed the dollar

amount shown in Exhibit 2 without a written amendment in accordance with Section
10.c.

Non-Appropriation

If no funds or insufficient funds are appropriated and budgeted in any fiscal period of the
County for payments to be made under this Agreement, then the County will notify
Contractor in writing of that occurrence, and this Agreement will terminate on the earlier
of the last day of the fiscal period for which sufficient appropriation was made or
whenever the funds appropriated for payment under this Agreement are exhausted.
Payments for Services completed to the date of notification will be made to Contractor.
No payments will be made or due to Contractor and under this Agreement beyond those
amounts appropriated and budgeted by the County to fund payments under this
Agreement.
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e) Taxes

Federal Excise Tax does not apply to materials purchased by the County by virtue of
Exemption Certificate No. 36-75-0038K. Illinois Retailers' Occupation Tax, Use Tax and
Municipal Retailers' Occupation Tax do not apply to deliverables, materials or services
purchased by the County by virtue of statute. The price or prices quoted herein shall
include any and all other federal and/or state, direct and/or indirect taxes which apply to
this Contract. The County's State of Illinois Sales Tax Exemption Identification No. is E-
9998-2013-07.

0 Price Reduction

If at any time after the contract award, Contractor makes a general price reduction in the
price of any of the Deliverables, the equivalent price reduction based on similar quantities
and/or considerations shall apply to this Contract for the duration of the Contract period.
For purposes. of this Section 5.f., Price Reduction, a general price reduction shall include
reductions in the effective price charged by Coniractor by reason of rebates, financial
incentives, discounts, value points or other benefits with respect to the purchase of the
Deliverables. Such price reductions shall be effective at the same time and in the same
manner as the reduction Contractor makes in the price of the Deliverables to its prospective
customers generally.

g) Contractor Credits

To the extent the Contractor gives credits toward future purchases of goods or services,
financial incentives, discounts, value points or other benefits based on the purchase of the
materials or services provided for under this Contract, such credits belong to the County
and not any specific Using Agency. Contractor shall reflect any such credits on its invoices
and in the amounts it invoices the County.

ARTICLE 6: DISPUTES

Any dispute arising under the Contract between the County and Contractor shall be decided by the
Chief Procurement Officer. The complaining party shall submit a written statement detailing the-
dispute and specifying the specific relevant Contract provision(s) to the Chief Procurement Officer.
Upon request of the Chief Procurement Officer, the party complained against shall respond to the
complaint in writing within five days of such request. The Chief Procurement Officer will reduce
her decision to writing and mail or otherwise furnish a copy thereof to the Contractor, The
decision of the Chief Procurement Officer will be final and binding. Dispute resolution as
provided herein shall be a condition precedent to any other action at law or in equity. However,
unless a notice is issued by the Chief Procurement Officer indicating that additional time is
required to review a dispute, the parties may exercise their contractual remedies, if any, if no
decision is made within sixty (60) days following notification to the Chief Procurement Officer of
a dispute. No inference shall be drawn from the absence of a decision by the Chief Procurement
Officer.
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Notwithstanding a dispute, Contractor shall continue to discharge all its obligations, duties and
responsibilities set forth in the Contract during any dispute resolution proceeding unless otherwise
agreed to by the County in writing.

ARTICLE 7: COOPERATION WITH INSPECTOR GENERAL AND COMPLIANCE
WITH ALL LAWS

- The Contractor, Subcontractor, licensees, grantees or persons or businesses who have a County
contract, grant, license, or certification of eligibility for County contracts shall abide by all of the .
applicable provisions of the Office of the Independent Inspector General Ordinance (Section 2-281
et. seq. of the Cook County Code of Ordinances). Failure to cooperate as required may result in
monetary and/or other penalties,

The Contractor shall observe and comply with the laws, ordinances, regulations and codes of the
Federal, State, County and other local government agencies which may in any manner affect the
performance of the Contract including, but not limited to, those County Ordinances set forth in the
Certifications attached hereto and incorporated herein. Assurance of compliance with this
requirement by the Contractor’s employees, agents or Subcontractor shall be the responsibility of
the Contractor,

The Contractor shall secure and pay for all federal, state and local licenses, permits and fees
required hereunder.

ARTICLE 8: SPECIAL CONDITIONS
a) Warranties and Representations
In connection with signing and carrying out this Agreement, Contfact’or:

i) warrants that Contractor is appropriately licensed under Illinois law to perform
the Services required under this Agreement and will perform no Services for
which a professional license is required by law and for which Contractor is not
appropriately licensed;

ii) warrants it is financially solvent; it and each of its employees, agents and
Subcontractors of any tier are competent to perform the Services required under
this Agreement; and Contractor is legally authorized to execute and perform or
cause to be performed this Agreement under the terms and conditions stated in
this Agreement;

iii)  warrants that it will not knowingly use the services of any ineligible Contractor or

Subcontractor for any purpose in the performance of its Services under this
Agreement;

(2)  no payment, gratuity or offer of employment will be made in connection
with this Agreement by or on behalf of any Subcontractors to the prime
Contractor or higher tier Subcontractors or anyone associated with them,
as an inducement for the award of a subcontract or order.

Joint and Several Liability

If Contractor, or its successors or assigns, if any, is comprised of more than one-
individval or other legal entity (or a combination of them), then under this Agreement,
each and without limitation every obligation or undertaking in this Agreement to be
fulfilled or performed by Contractor is the joint and several obligation or undertaking of
each such individual or other legal entity.
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Business Documents

At the request of the County, Contractor must provide copies of its latest articles of
incorporation, by-laws and resolutions, or partnership or joint venture agreement, as
applicable. ‘

Conflicts of Interest

No member of the governing body of the County or other unit of government and
no other officer, employee or agent of the County or other unit of government
who exercises any functions or responsibilities in connection with the Services to
which this Agreement pertains is permitted to have any personal interest, direct or
indirect, in this Agreement. No member of or delegate to the Congress of the
United States or the Illinois General Assembly and no Commissioner of the Cook
County Board or County employee is allowed to be admitted to any share or part
of this Agreement or to any financial benefit to arise from it,

Contractor covenants that it, and to the best of its knowledge, its Subcontractors if
any (collectively, "Consulting Parties"), presently have no direct or indirect
interest and will not acquire any interest, direct or indirect, in any project or

_contract that would conflict in any manner or degree with the performance of its

Services under this Agreement.

Upon the request of the County, Contractor must disclose to the County its past
client list and the names of any clients with whom it has an ongoing relationship.
Contractor is not permitted to perform any Services for the County on
applications or other documents submitted to the County by any of Contractor’s
past or present clients. If Contractor becomes aware of a conflict, it must
immediately stop work on the assignment causing the conflict and notify the
County. ‘

Without limiting the foregoing, if the Consulting Parties assist the County in
determining the advisability or feasibility of a project or in recommending,
researching, preparing, drafting or issuing a request for proposals or bid
specifications for a project, the Consulting Parties must not participate, directly or
indirectly, as a prime, Subcontractor or joint venturer in that project or in the
preparation of a proposal or bid for that project during the term of this Agreement
or afterwards. The Consulting Parties may, however, assist the County in
reviewing the proposals or bids for the project if none of the Consulting Parties
have a relationship with the persons or entities that submitted the proposals or
bids for that project.
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The Contractor further covenants that, in the performance of this Agreement, no
person having any conflicting interest will be assigned to perform any Services or
have access to any confidential information, as defined in Section 3.h of this
Agreement. If the County, by the Chief Procurement Officer in his reasonable
judgment, determines that any of Contractor's Services for others conflict with the
Services Contractor is to render for the County under this Agreement, Contractor
must terminate such other services immediately upon request of the County.

Furthermore, if any federal funds are to be used to compensate or reimburse -
Contractor under this Agreement, Contractor represents that it is and will remain
in compliance with federal restrictions on lobbying set forth in Section 319 of the
Department of the Interior and Related Agencies Appropriations Act for Fiscal
year 1990, 31 U.S.C. § 1352, and related rules and regulations set forth at 54 Fed.
Reg. 52,309 ff. (1989), as amended. If federal funds are to be used, Contractor
must execute a Certification Regarding Lobbying, which will be attached as an
exhibit and incorporated by reference as if fully set forth here.

f) Non-Liability of Public Officials

Contractor and. any assignee or Subcontractor of Contractor must not charge any official, -
employee or agent of the County personally with any liability or expenses of defense or hold any
official, employee or agent of the County personally liable to them under any term or provision
of this Agreement or because of the County's execution, attempted execution or any breach of
this Agreement.

ARTICLE 9: EVENTS OF DEFAULT, REMEDIES, TERMINATION, SUSPENSION

AND RIGHT TO OFFSET

a) Events of Default Defined

The following constitute events of default:

i)

Any material misrepresentation, whether negligent or willful and whether in the
inducement or in the performance, made by Contractor to the County.

Contractor's material failure to perform any of its obligations under this
Agreement including the following:

(@)  Failure due to a reason or circumstances within Contractor's reasonable

control to perform the Services with sufficient personnel and equipment or
with sufficient material to ensure the performance of the Services;
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(b)  Failure to perform the Services in a manner reasonably satisfactory to the
Chief Procurement Officer or inability to perform - the Services
satisfactorily as a result of insolvency, filing for bankruptcy or assignment
for the benefit of creditors;

(¢)  Failure to promptly re-perform within a reasonable time Services that were
rejected as erroneous or unsatisfactory;

(d)  Discontinuance of the Services for reasons within Contractor's reasonable
control; and

(¢}  Failure to comply with any other material term of this Agreement,
including the provisions concerning insurance and nondiscrimination. -

Any change in ownership or control of Contractor without the prior written
approval of the Chief Procurement Officer, which approval the Chief
Procurement Officer will not unreasonably withhold.

Contractor's default under any other agreement it may presently have or may enter

into with the County during the life of this Agreement. Contractor acknowledges
and agrees that in the event of a default under this Agreement the County may
also declare a default under any such other Agreements.

Failure to comply with Article 7 in the performance of the Agreement.
Contractor’s repeated or continued violations of County ordinances unrelated to

performance under the Agreement that in the opinion of the Chief Procuremerit
Officer indicate a willful or reckless disregard for County laws and regulations.

Remedies

The occurrence of any event of default permits-the County, at the County’s sole option, to
declare Contractor in default. The Chief Procurement Officer may in his sole discretion
give Confractor an opportunity to cure the default within a certain period of time, which
period of time must not exceed 30 days, unless extended by the Chief Procurement .
Officer. Whether to declare Contractor in default is within the sole discretion of the
Chief Procurement Officer and neither that decision nor the factual basis for it is subject
to review or challenge under the Disputes provision of this Agreement.
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The Chief Procurement Officer will give Contractor written notice of the default, either in
the form of a cure notice ("Cure Notice"), or, if no opportunity to cure will be granted, a
default notice ("Default Notice"). If the Chief Procurement Officer gives a Default
Notice, he will also indicate any present intent he may have to terminate this Agreement,

and the decision to terminate (but not the decision not to terminate) is final and effective
upon giving the notice. The Chief Procurement Officer may give a Default Notice if
Contractor fails to affect a cure within the cure period given in a Cure Notice. When a
Default Notice with intent to terminate is given as provided in this Section 9.b and Article
11, Contractor must discontinue any Services, unless otherwise directed in the notice, and
deliver all materials accumulated in the performance of this Agreement, whether
completed or in the process, to the County. After giving a Default Notice, the County
may invoke any or all of the following remedies:

i) The right to take over .and complete the Services, or any part of them, at
Contractor’s expense and as agent for Contractor, either directly or through
others, and bill Contractor for the cost of the Services, and Contractor must pay
the difference between the total amount of this bill and the amount the County
would have paid Contractor under the terms and conditions of this Agreement for
the Services that were assumed by the County as agent for the Contractor under
this Section 9.b; '

it) The right to terminate this Agreement as to any or all of the Services yet to be
performed effective at a time specified by the County;

- iii)  The right of specific performance, an injunction or any other appropriate equitable

remedy;
iv)  The right to money damages;

v) The right to withhold all or any part of Contractor s compensation under this
Agreement;

vi)  The right to consider Contractor non-responsible in future contracts to be awarded
by the County.

If the Chief Procurement Officer considers it to be in the County’s best interests, he may
elect not to declare default or to terminate this Agreement. The parties acknowledge that
this provision is solely for the benefit of the County and that if the County permits
Contractor to continue to provide the Services despite one or more events of default,
Contractor is in no way relieved of any of its responsibilities, duties or obligations under
this Agreement, nor does the County waive or relinquish any of its rights.
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The remedies under the terms of this Agreement are not intended to be exclusive of any
other remedies provided, but each and every such remedy is cumulative and is in addition
to any other remedies, existing now or later, at law, in equity or by statute. No delay or
omission to exercise any right or power accruing upon any event of default impairs any
such right or power, nor is it a waiver of any event of default nor acquiescence in it, and
every such right and power may be exercised from time to time and as often as the
County considers expedient.

Early Termination

In addition to termination under Sections 9.a and 9.b of this Agreement, the County may

. terminate this Agreement, or all or any portion of the Services to be performed under it,

at any time by a notice in writing from the County to Contractor. The County will give
notice to Contractor in accordance with the provisions of Article 11. The effective date of
termination will be the date the notice is received by Contractor or the date stated in the
notice, whichever is later. If the County elects to terminate this Agreement in full, all -
Services to be provided under it must cease and all materials that may have been
accumulated in performing this Agreement, whether completed or in the process, must be
delivered to the County effective 10 days after the date the notice is considered received
as provided under Article 11 of this Agreement (if no date is given) or upon the effective
date stated in the notice.

After the notice is received, Contractor must restrict its activities, and those of its
Subcontractors, to winding down any reports, analyses, or other activities previously.
begun. No costs incurred after the effective date of the termination are allowed.
Payment for any Services actually and satisfactorily performed before the effective date
of the termination is on the same basis as set forth in Article 5, but if any compensation is
described or provided for on the basis of a period longer than 10 days, then the
compensation must be prorated accordingly. No amount of compensation, however, is
permitted for anticipated profits on unperformed Services. The County-and Contractor
must attempt to agree on the amount of compensation to be paid to Contractor, but if not
agreed on, the dispute must be settled in accordance with Article 6 of this Agreement,
The payment so made to Contractor is in full settlement for all Services satisfactorily
performed under this Agreement. o

Contractor must include in its contracts with Subcontractors an early termination
provision in form and substance equivalent to this early termination provision to prevent
claims against the County arising from termination of subcontracts after the early
termination. Contractor will not be entitled to make any early termination claims against
the County resulting from any Subcontractor’s claims against Contractor or the County. to
the extent inconsistent with this provision.

If the County's election to terminate this Agreement for default under Sections 9.a and

9.b is determined in a court of competent jurisdiction to have been wrongful, then in that
case the termination is to be considered to be an early termination under this Section 9.c.
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Suspension

The County may at any time request that Contractor suspend its Services, or any part of
them, by giving 15 days prior written notice to Contractor or upon informal oral, or even
no notice, in the event of emergency. No costs incurred after the effective date of such
suspension are allowed. Contractor must promptly resume its performance of the
Services under the same terms and conditions as stated in this Agreement upon written
notice by the Chief Procurement Officer and such equitable extension of time as may be
mutually agreed upon by the Chief Procurement Officer and Contractor when necessary
for continuation or completion of Services. Any additional costs or expenses actually
incurred by Contractor as a result of recommencing the Services must be treated in
accordance with the compensation provisions under Article 5 of this Agreement.

No suspension of this Agreement is permitted in the aggregate to exceed a period of 45
days within any one year of this Agreement.. If the total number of days of suspension
exceeds 45 days, Confractor by written notice may treat the suspension as an eatly
termination of this Agreement under Section 9.c. '

Right to Offset

In connection with performance under this Agreement, the County may offset any excess
costs incurred:

i) if the County terminates this Agreement for default or any other reason resulting
from Contractor’s performance or non-performance;

ii) if the County exercises any of its remedies under Section 9.b of this Agreement; .

iii)  ifthe County has any credits due or has made any overpayments under this
Agreement.

The County may offset these excess costs by use of any payment due for Services
completed before the County terminated this Agreement or before the County exercised
any remedies. If the amount offset is insufficient to cover those excess costs, Contractor
is liable for and must promptly remit to the County the balance upon written demand for
it. This right to offset is in addition to and not a limitation of any other remedies
available to the County. : -

f) Delays

Contractor agrees that no charges or claims for damages shall be made by Contractor for
any delays or hindrances from any cause whatsoever during the progress of any portion of
this Contract. '
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Prepaid Fees

In the event this Contract is terminated by either party, for cause or otherwise, and the
County has prepaid for any Deliverables, Contractor shall refund to the County, on a
prorated basis to the effective date of termination, all amounts prepaid for Deliverables not
actually provided as of the effective date of the termination. The refund shall be made
within fourteen (14) days of the effective date of termination.

ARTICLE 10: GENERAL CONDITIONS
a) Entire Agreement
i) General

This Agreement, and the exhibits attached to it and incorporated in it, constitute
the entire agreement between the parties and no other warranties, inducements,
considerations, promises or interpretations are implied or impressed upon this
Agreement that are not expressly addressed in this Agreement.

employees, has induced Contractor to enter into this Agreement or has been relied
upon by Contractor, including any with reference to:

(a)  the meaning, correctness, suitability or completeness of any pr0v1s10ns or
requirements of this Agreement;

(b)  the nature of the Services to be performed;

(c)  the nature, quantity, quality or volume of any materials, equipment, labor
and other facilities needed for the performance of this Agreement;

(d)  the general conditions which may in any way affect this Agreement or its
performance;

(e}  the cOmpensation provisions of this Agreement; or

6y any other matters, whether similar to or different from those referred to in
(a) through (e) immediately above, affecting or having any connection
with this Agreement, its negotiation, any discussions of its performance or
those employed or connectéd or concerned with it.
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iii)  No Omissions

Contractor acknowledges that Contractor was given an opportunity to review all
documents forming this Agreement before signing this Agreement in order that it
might request inclusion in this Agreement of any statement, representation,
promise or-provision that it desired or on that it wished to place reliance.
Contractor did so review those documents, and either every such statement,
representation, promise or provision has been included in this Agreement or else,
if omitted, Contractor relinquishes the benefit of any such omitted statement,
representation, promise or provision and is willing to perform this Agreement in
its entirety without claiming reliance on it or making any other claim on account
of its omission.

Counterparts

This Agreement is comprised of several identical counterparts, cach to be fully signed by
the parties and each to be considered an original having identical legal effect.

Contract Amendments

The parties may during the term of the Contract make amendments to the Contract but only
as provided in this section. Such amendments shall only be made by mutual agreement in
writing. )

In the case of Contracts not approved by the Board, the Chief Procurement Officer may
amend a contract provided that any such amendment does not extend the Contract by more
than one (1) year, and further provided that the total cost of all such amendments does not
increase the total amount of the Contract beyond $150,000. Such action may only be made
with the advance written approval of the Chief Procurement Officer. If the amendment
extends the Contract beyond one (1) year or increases the total award amount beyond

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Governing Law and Jurisdiction

This Contract shall be governed by and construed under the laws of the State of lllinois.
The Contractor irrevocably agrees that, subject to the County's sole and absolute election to
the contrary, any action or proceeding in any way, manner or respect arising out of the
Contract, or arising from any dispute or controversy arising in connection with or related to
the Contract, shall be litigated only in courts within the Circuit Court of Cook County,
State of Illinois, and the Contractor consents and submits to the jurisdiction thereof, In
accordance with these provisions, Contractor waives any right it may have to transfer or
change the venue of any litigation brought against it by the County pursuant to this
Contract.

Severability

If any provision of this Agreement is held or considered to be or is in fact invalid, 1llegal
inoperative or unenforceable as applied in any partlcular case in any jurisdiction or in all
cases because it conflicts with any other provision or provisions of this Agreement or of

Assigns

Section C: Agency Description

The Center for Conflict Resolution (CCR) is a Chicago-based organization founded in
1979. Over the past 36 years, CCR has grown to become one of the nation’s premier not-for-
profit providers of médiation service§ and training. Since it; founding, the organization’s
volunteer mediators have handled over 41,500 disputes. In 2014, CCR’s 120 volunteers and 15
staff members provided mediation services in nearly 2,000 cases, directly serving over 5,000
people.

CCR's mission is to work with individuals, communities, courts anci other institutions to
manage and resolve conflict. In fulfilling its mission, CCR is guid'ed by the following principles:
providing the highest quality conflict resollution services, helping people in conflict arrive af
their own solutions, being responsive to the needs of the broad community it serves, granting
access to its services to all people regard_less of means or identity, vahjing its clients, volunteers
and staff as esséntial to fulfilling its mission and broadening the general public’s awareness of
the substantial benefits of conflict resolution.

CCR provides free m’ediation services in many types of cases and for many different
kinds of clients, including: Juvenile Victim-Offender, adult criminal misdemeanor, small claims,
fDrECJOSi..IVI'E, landlord-tenant, employment discrimination and civil rights, family and domestic
relations, community organizations, neighbors, religi.ous institutions and higher education,
CCR’s volunteers and staff provide services throughout the Chicaéoland region. Through its
mediation services, CCR streamiines the judicial process, empowers individuals to find solutions
to their probléms and ensures that mediation is available as an altérnative to litigation,

regardless of ability to pay.



One pf CCR’s longest-running programs is the Juvenile Victim-Offender and Family
Mediation Program. Since 1992, CCR has worked closely with partners at 1100 S. Hamilton and
in 2012 expanded to the Markham Courthouse to deliver services through this program.
Juveniles who have been arrested for offenses such as battery, assault, robbery, criminal
damage to property, trespassing and theft have a chance to sit down with their parent or
guardian and with the victim of their crime. In a session facilitated by one of CCR’s trained and
supervised volunteer mediators, juveniles, their f_amilies and victims discuss the crime
comhitted, the impact of the actions taken by the youth and ways for the harm to be repaired.
Through dialogue, mediators aiso help youth think through alternative ways of responding
shou!& simitar circumstances arise in the future. In 2012, CCR added an additional element to

‘the program and began providing mediations fqrjuveniie offenders and tﬁeir families. This
expansion allows CCR an opportunity tolserve juvenile offenders and their families even where
the victim is unable or unwilling to attend the mediation. Since the program’s inception, CCR
has held mare than 1,500 mediations for youth, family members and victims. In 92% of
mediations, parties are able to reach a written agreement that helps all parties move forward

productively. Since 2010, CCR has opened 355 cases in the program for violent offenses.




Section D: Executive Summary & Agency Organization Chart

The Center for Conflict Resolution {CCR) proposes to address violence prevention in
Cook County by operating and expanding its Juvenile Victim-Offender and Family Mediation
Program. This program works with court-involved youth and emphasizes the creation of a space
for juveniles, families and victims to communicate with each other and reach resalution
through working with each other and a third-party neutral mediator. While participating in
mediation, juvenile defendants are able to cuitivate life skills such as problem solving and
commu_nication. The goal of this program is to improve the competence ofjuveniles_ in these
areas by providing an individualized mediation that lessens chances of recidivism and
subsequent violent or criminal offenses. The Juvenile Victim;Offender and Family lMediatibn
Program aiso allows victims i:;l forum for meeting witﬁ at-risk juvenile defendants, iﬁ order to
participate in a restorative process that allows for closure ;nd understanding.

CCR proposes to continue providing these services throughout Cook County, at it‘s
primary Juvenile Courthouse and in Markham. Through this proposal, CCR will also expand its
pilot program providing Juvenile Victim-Offender and Family Mediation to juvenile clients,
victims and families at the Bridgeview and Skokie courthouses.

Section E: Description of the Problem

The World Health Organizatiﬁn declared violence a major public health issue gn 1996
and in 2002 it released a report anal'vzing violence, its effects, relevant factors and preventi;)n
efforts.* The report looked at a broad spectrum of violence, including youth violen;e,
characterizing it as a fnajor public health issue. Amongst other ﬁndings,. the report argued that
families play a fundamental role in influencing juvenile propensity for violent behavior.

In 2015, juvenile crime remains an ongoing issue in Cook County. According to statistical
data compiled by Mariame Kaba and Project NiA, thére were 29,822 juvenile arrests in Cook
County in 2012.2 Of those arrests, 19,364 were misdemeanors and the vast majority of those
misdemeanors were person or property related. Additionally, in 2012, 4,287 arrests were made
at school and of those érresfs, 84% weré misdemeénors.

An analysis of viois..'ntjuvenfles and successful interventidn found tha.t the majority of
violent youth commit one officially recorded violent crime as a juvenile and that intervention
before this violent crime is important.® The analysis also found that that those same youth
“tend to develop behavior problems in several areas, including aggression, dishonesty/ property

offense and conflicts with authority figures.”*

One can conclude that early intervention in the
identified problem areas is likely to prevent later violent offenses.

There is also a problem in Cook County with the way that juvenile offenders experience

the juvenile court system. The March 2015 Juvenile Justice Needs Assessment {1INA),

'commissioned by Cook County Justice for Children and its Juvenile Justice Strategy Team,
outlines a number of recommendations for improving services offered by the Cook County
Juvenile Court. CCR’s Juvenile Victim-Offender and Family Mediation Program directly meets
some of thqse specific. recommendations. The JJNA recommends an allocation of ”juvenilé |
justice funding sufficient enough to provide services to youth receiving community-based

restorative intervention.”®

The JINA recommends piloting a restorative justice option for
arrested juveniles and references a program in Evanston that offers family conferencing and
acéountability conferencing for juveniles.® The content of the Evanston program. is nearly
identical to CCR’s juvenile Victim-Offender and Family Mediation Program. With additional

funding, this program will continue to provide clients at 1100 S. Hamilton and in Markham with

these recommended services and will expand them into Bridgeview and Skokie.

Section F: Description of Target Population

The Center for Conflict Resolution’s (CCR’s) juvenile Victim-Offender and Family
Mediation Program provides mediation services to youth, their families and victims of crime
throughout Cook County. Mediation is appropriate in cases that are person or property rela‘;ed,
such as battery, assﬁutt, theft and criminal trespass. Mediatio_n is also appropriate where the
victim and the juvenile have an on-going refationship, like a schooi, church or community
connection. CCR aims to serve all court-involved youth where the referral is appropriate and
cases are only turnéd away in specific instances — where a knife or gun has been used between
thg parties. Additionally, CCR accepts juveniles of any age, located anywhere in Cook County.

Theaoretically, any juvenile arrested for a misdemeanor in Cook County may be served by
CCR’s mediation programs; however, a look at US Census data, contemporary juvenile arrest
statistics and CCR’s cur.rent client data may provide a more acc'u-rate' picture of the juveniles
who are likely to be referred.

In add_ition to sewing any juvenile in Cook County broadly, CCR is working to maintain
ahd expand programs in Markham, Skokie, and Bridgev'iew specifically. An assessment of the
United States Census Bureau’s statistics suggests apprdximate juvenile populations of 3,689 in
Markham’, 14,122 in Skokie?, and 4,127 in Bridgeview® ~ a total of 21,938 juvenile individuals.
Any of these juvleniles that become court involved are eligible to be‘ served by CCR’s Juvenile

Victim-Offender and Family Mediation Program.

According to statistical data compiled by Mariame Kaba and Project NIA, there were
29,822 juvenile arrests in Cook County in 2012.%° The juveniles ranged in age from 10-17 years.
The data also shows thét 27% of Cook County arrests in 2012 involved Whité {including those
identifying as White Hispanic) juveniles, while 72% Em)olve,d African-American youth (including
those identifying as Black Hispanic} and that 83% 6f arrested juveniles were male.

In 2014, CCR's Juvenile Victim-Offender and Family Mediation Program served over 100
juveniles and their families. Of those juveniles, 20% were female and 80% were male,
Additionally, 43% identified as African-American, 42% identified as Latino/Hispanic, 12%
identified as Caucasian andr 3% identified as cher. Juveniles referred for mediation ranged
from 12 to 17 years of age, with an average age of 16.

In order to ensure successful engagement, CCR staff will work close‘ly with referring
court personnel to establish appropriate referrals based on case typé and the juvenile and
victim involved, CCR does énd will continue to speak directiy with victirps and parents and send

written reminders to prepare parties for the mediation.

Section G: Proposed Program and Implementation Schedule

- The Center for Conflict Resolution {CCR)} proposes to provide new aspects to its current
Juvenile Victim-Offender and Family Mediation Program in Cook County by expanding services
to Bridgeview and Skokie.

Juvenile Victim-Offender and Family Mediation

Since 1992, CCR and the Juvenile Justice Division of the Circuit Court of Cook County
have partnered to provide mediatioﬁ services to youth charged with committing crimes, their
families and the victims of those crimes. A mediation is an obportunity for the victim, the
juvenile offender and the juvenile’s parents or guardians to meet with a neutral, third party
mediator to discuss the criminal incident. The mediator does not provide persqnél opinions or
legal advice, or make decisioﬁs for the parties. Instead, using restorative justice. principles, the
mediator provides all parties with a chance to discuss the incident that brought them to
~ mediation and to discuss solutions and problem solving to avoid future similar incidents,

In the CCR Juvenile Victim-Offender and Famity Mel_:iiation Program, the emphasis is to
create a space for both parties to commuﬁicate with each other and reach some resolution
through working with each other and a third-pérty ﬁeutral mediator. Through participating in
mediation, juvenile offenders are able to take responsibility for their actions and to cultivate life
skills such as problem solving and communication. Mediatiohs may result in, but are not
limited to, resolutidns in which the youth agrees to participate in community service projects,
establish a mentoring relationship with a participating adult, énter arts or writing programs or
seek counseling. Bringing togeﬂler victims of ¢rimes and juvenile offénders also allows citizens

a forum for meeting with high risk youth in order to bring about healing and to lessen the rate




of recidivism. When a victim is unwilling or unable to participate in mediation, CCR provides a
Family Mediation to the juvenile and their parents, guardians or farﬁily members in order to
discuss the incident and the impact that home and family havé on the juvenile. fhese sessions |
emphasize open dialogue and problem solving for juveniles and family members.

Juvenile Victim-Offender and Family Mediations are conducted by a corps of mcré than’
120 volunteer mediators who are trained and certified by CCR. Programs Managers provide
intake and scheduling, as well as provide support to the volunteer mediator during the
mediations. CCR’s full-time Bilingual Programs Manager ensures that intake, scheduling and
mediation services are available in Spaﬁish. Thare is always a CCR staff member present during
a mediation, whether that mediation occurs at CCR’s offices downtown or at one of the
courthouses.

Volunteer Mediators

CCR's corps of over 120 trained volunteer mediators provide conflict resolution services
in a facilitative model. Mediators participate in a 40-hour basic skills training followed by a 3
month mentorship program and skills-based assessment before certifying to mediate cases,
Once mediators are certified they are peer reviewed semi-annually in order to assess
performanée. Volunteers undergo a background check upon certification to mediate.
Additionally, CCR provides monthly continuing education opportunities and trainings ta its
volunteer community to.ensure continﬁed mediator skill growth.

Under CCR’s fécilitative model, mediators do not provide advice or opinion, but create
an opportunity for parties to have productive conversationé about the incident that brought

them to mediation with an eye towafds realistic resolutions. When the parties come to a




resolution the mediator memeorializes the agreement in writiﬁg and each party signs it and
receives a copy.

Juvenile Victim-Offender and Family Mediations provide a unique opportunity for the
juvenile offender. Typically, the mediator will be the first {and in many cases, the only} adutt the
juvenile interacts with who Is not giving the juvenile advice. or making an a;sessment ahout the
juvenile’s behavior. This dynamic creates a spéce where juveniles often feel they can speak
freely without consequence from the mediator and, therefore, builds rapport. As a result, the
mediatorisina positiﬁn to ask questions and challenge the juvenile to think-about the
consequences of.their cririnal behavior and to help them generate options for resolution and
future problem solving.

Proposed Expansion of Programming

CCR proposes td continue previpus]y suctessful work by building on existing
refationships at thenile Court and in Markham to receive referrals to C‘CR‘s luvenile Victim-
Offender and Family Mediation Pragram. As described above, this program serves as an
alternative to trial in cases where the victim and juvenile have an on~going relationship or when
the victim seeks restitution, community service or wants the opportunity to speak to tﬁe
juvenile and juvenile’s parent_s/guardians. Mediation can be used in cases involving battery,
éésault, robbery, criminal damages, criminal trespass and theft. To carry ﬁut this work, CCR
proposes to be on-site at the Juvenile courthouse 5 times per month and at the Markham
courthouse 5 times per month to take referrals, complete intake, carry out m.ediations and
work with court staff. Mediations will alSo take place at Ccﬁ’s offices located in downtown

Chicago.



!‘n addition to the programming described above, funding would be used to expand
mediation services to Bridgeview and Skokie. These expanded services will require additional
case management on-site at the Bridgeview and Skokie courthduses one day per week for
referrals, intake and to conduct mediations. CCR has already begun pilot programs in these
courthouses, CCR has met with Jennifer Nunez, Deputy Chief Probation Officer and Mary
Davoren, Supervisor, Skokie Unit at the Skokie courthouse and with Virginia Cau!fiéld, Division
Chief, Southwest Suburbs of Cook County Juvenile Probation and Court Services and Alicia Ortiz,
Supervisor, Probation Officers at the Bridgeview courthouse. Since connecting with the
probation department at the Bridgeview courthouse in March of 2015, CCR has received 9
referrals to mediation.

in 2014, CCR opened 100 cases through the. program. With the addition of services in
Bridgeview and Skokie, CCR anticipates opening an additional 70 cases in the first year of
expansion,.

CCR will also implement an additional follow-up procedure to the Juvenile Victim-
Qﬁender and Family Mediation Program and will contact the parents an& gaurd‘t'ans of
participating juvenile offenders for two years after the mediation.

CCR will use its volunteer mediator corps to mediate these cases. Funding will also allow
for the training of at least ten more volunteer mediators in the coming year and the ability to
explore additional expansion to other courthouses and to other possible referral partners.
Add:itionaily, funding will provide for the Assistant Programs Manager who will support the

program through phone intake, scheduling, evaluation entry and follow-up data collection,

For more than fifteen years, the Center for Conflict Resolution (CCR) has delivered Juvenile Victim-Offender
Mediation Services to court-involved youth served by the Circuit Court of Cook County's Juveniie Probation and
Court Services Division.

Sectign H: Expected Qutcomes

CCR’s Juvenile Victim-Offender and Family Mediation Program is the type of restorative
justice program that can, in many cases, reduce the chance of a juvenile re-offending, in
addition to providing the benefit of being a quicker alternative to court processes.”® In these
casés, mediators work with the youth, their families and their victims to discuss factors that
_ may have contributed to a youth committing a crime. When there is an opportunity for youth
-and families to gain a better undérsfanding of the probiem, they are better situated to craft
enduring solutions. The process of mediation allows youth to develop their communication and
decision-making skilis, helps identify areas where parents can support the ongoing
developme.nt of their children and provides an opportunity for victims to explain to the
offender how he or she felt about the crime. Seeing the impact crime has on victims can be a
powerful motive for youth to avoid making the same decisions in the future.

CCR measures party satisfaction an_d mediation experience using anonymous
evaluations at the end of mediations for juveniles, victims and family members.

Statistics from CCR’s current juvenile ﬁrogram show the following benefits:

e Durable agreements: less than 5% of agreements in this program are breached.

e High party satisfacfion rates: 88% of participants in juvenile victim-offender

mediation agree or strongly agree that they were satisfied with their mediation

experience.

CCR projects five specific outcomes for participants of the juvenile Victim-Offender and
Family Mediation program: 1) 80% of clients will not experience further involvement with the
criminal justice system. _2) 90% of clients will feel satisfied with the mediation process. 3) 80% of
clients will feel ihat participation in the mediation prbcess wilt make them less likely to break
the law or hurt others. 4) 95% of clients will fulfill any obligations outlined in their written
mediation agreements. 5} 90% of clients will experience improved relationships after
participatiné in the program.

These outcomes will be achieved and éssessed through intake, mediation, client
evaluation and client follow-up at 6, 12, and 24 months after completion of the program,

CCR evaluates all mediations using anonymous mediatibn'participant evaluations. These
evaluations assess participant satisfaction as well as the fulfiliment of any obligations outlined
in the mediation agreement."Additionally, with funding tq support the position of the Assistant
Programs Manager, CCR staff will follow up with juvenile participants for 2 years, in order to

determine if the juvenile experiences future involvement with the juvenile justice system.

Sinﬁe’ March 2015,
CCR has received 9 referrals from Bridgeview. CCR will hire and train the Assistant Programs
Manager over the summer, and this new staff member will be ready to support the expansion

of programming by the start of the funding year in October.

North Lawndale College Prep:  This grant will fund the continuation of the Peace Warriors initiative,
a student driven violence prevention and alternative disciplinary program within the school, and the
larger community.

The model seeks to build a trusting relationship
between the youth, their attorney, and their service provider all of which will result in a better defense
and better long term outcomes. The program serves youth in the North Lawndale Community.

inspiration Corporation, Chicago: This grant will fund the expansion of evidence-based cognitive
behavioral therapy groups to all sites operated by the organization. The groups support the overall
employment program of the organization by teaching key coping skills and anger management
strategies to avoid inappropriate behavior in the workplace that may result in termination of
employment. This is an expansion of a pilot group funded by a capacity building grant in the last grant
cycle.
