1. The Contract is increased by $19,059.97 and the Total Contract Amount is revised to $962,839.97.

2. The Unit Meal Rate for Breakfast changes from $3.32 per meal to $3.42 per Meal. The Unit Meal
Rate for Lunch changes from $4.84 per meal fo $4.99 per Meal. The Unit Meal Rate for Snacks
changes from $2.99 per meal to $3.08 per Meal, and the Unit Meal Rate for Breakfast changes
from $5.44 per meal to $5.60 per Meal.

3. The Contract is hereby amended to incorporate Attachment 2 and made part of the Contract.
