Dear Sheila,

The following is to address the development of Building Standards, taking advantage of our work for the project for the Public
Defender Office, as discussed in numerous meetings recenlly slarling fiom last fall. Attached are also some of lhe ihoughts and
docurnenls developed at the previous rneetings.

Here is our underslanding of lhe scope of work:

SCOPE OF WORK

The aging building stock at CCAB requires updating of numerous departments throughout the building, a process which so far
has taken place as separate projects, There is a need to:

' Slandardize the sizes of the various offce components as well as the concept of the open oftes as a new directive
from CCOPP;

' Standardize tre finishes, furniture, and extent of treatrnent of the typical repeatable spaces throughout the building;

- Have the ability lo quickly address such needs, and more economlcally as uell - by shortening lhe planning pmcess for
each such project;

' Allow fot economical larger scale purchase agreements with furniture and finishes vendors:

- Allow to assure consistent and high quality of work throughout the building;

" Take the successful application of such standards to other Cook Coung Administrative Buildings.

WORK PROCESS

RADA Architects is to base the Building Standards Document on the cunent pQect for the Public Defender Office and for Adult
Probation Deparlment. As the CCAB building is mostly adrninistration, such standards will address lhe majority of the spaces in
other departments. The work process will involve:

PHASE ONE:

Survey of all categories of spmes at CCAB - as far as programmatic types. Create groupings of Offices, Collaborative and Support
Spaces. lnterview facilities at CCAB and OCP&P as to whal other varieties ol programmatic space needs may exist in the other
admintstrative buildings. The Final product of this phase would be a fulltally ol the variety of CIfice, Collaborative and Support
arrangements - thal will be sublect to the standards development. The summary of this piase willideniify the programmatic



requlrcrnents for all categories and within lhe categories types of standard layouts, including open office work
enclosed offices, suppo( spaces and conferencing and triining facilities.

The overall design concept and palette of furniture and finishes will be consrstenl wilh work done todate at fE public Defender
office and Aduli Probation at CCAB,
