Grainger will continue its good faith effort to expand our MBE/WBE participation with Cook County certified vendors
as we have done under the current National IPA Contract for the new Contract No. 1550-14325. This partial waiver
is requested for the MBE/WBE participation goals.

Grainger has reviewed the complete list of Cook County Certified MBE/WBEs and there is a lack of sufficient
qualified MBEs and/or WBESs providing the goods required by the contract. The Cook County MBE/WBE Directory
is largely comprised of service vendors and has a very small pool of manufacturers of MRO products. In an effort
to add Cook County Certified MBE/WBE Manufacturers to Grainger’s Supplier Diversity product portfolio, we
proactively contacted manufacturers to determine if there was a fit or if they were interested in gaining the ability to
distribute their products nation-wide by utilizing Grainger’s logistics network. The results were as follows:

— Highway Safety Corp: distributor and rental equipment (contacted, but sells directly to end
customer)

— LSL Industries, Inc.: medical supplies (contacted, did not respond)

— Lackey Enterprises Inc.: food packaging (contacted, did respond)

— ICC of Hlinois: cleaning products (incorrect phone number on approved vendors list)

—  Prompt Electric Inc.: motor repair service (contacted and owner does not think his business is a fit

for Grainger. Grainger has referred customers to Prompt Electric Inc. for product repairs in the
past)

Grainger also contacted our current nationally certified MBE/WBE businesses and requested that they complete
the MBE/WBE Certification for Cook County. The following results were achieved:

—~ 3 are currently Cook County MBE/WBE certified vendors

— 11 have been unresponsive or are unwilling to complete the certification process
— 3 exceed net worth requirements

-~ 1 company has been acquired by a large company and is no longer eligible

It is our experience that Cook County’s net worth restriction limits the number of manufacturers that can gain a
Cook County Certification. This results in an overall lack of sufficient qualified MBE and/or WBE manufacturers that
are capable of providing the potential products required by the contract.

The specifications and necessary requirements for performing the contract also make it impossible and/or
economically infeasible to divide the contract to enable Grainger to utilize MBEs and/or WBESs in accordance with
the applicable participation. Unlike other commaodities, Maintenance Repair and Operations (MRO) Supplies, Parts
and Materials are purchased on an infrequent or unplanned basis. In 2014, Cook County placed 1,452 orders with
Grainger. These orders were comprised of 2,983 unique items from 672 different manufacturers. Of the items
purchased in 2014, 98% were purchased less than 6 times throughout the year and only 21% of the items were
purchased in both 2013 and 2014. Because the needs of MRO buyers vary extensively throughout all of Grainger’s
customers, including Cook County, and purchasing levels, brands, and products are determined by the customer,
Grainger cannot project the items that the County will purchase from one year to another. As a result, it is
impossible or economically infeasible to divide the contract to enable Grainger to utilize MBEs and/or WBEs in
accordance with the participation.

Another relevant factor making it impossible or economically infeasible to utilize MBE and/or WBE firms is that the
Contract does not provide a committed level of spend for any product or category of products. With the
unpredictable nature of MRO products and the fact that the County does not provide estimated quantities for any
product or group of products, it is impossible and infeasible to utilize MBE and or WBE firms.
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Grainger has engaged MBEs and WBEs for indirect spend per the Utilization Plan and remains deeply committed
to Supplier Diversity. Grainger has taken the following actions as part of our Good Faith Efforts:

Grainger has used the services and assistance of the Office of Contract Compliance by conducting
monthly/quarterly meetings to discuss progress and to identify ways to increase our Cook County
Certified MBE/WBE spend

We continuously seek opportunities to meet diverse suppliers at Business Opportunity Fairs and
other events that support MBE/WBE businesses. At these events, we feature products from our
diversity suppliers and invite these suppliers to exhibit in the Grainger booth. For example, on
September 17, 2015 Grainger participated in a Cook County MBE/WBE event at the Chicago
Botanic Gardens and a similar event on September 30, 2015 at Brookfield Zoo.

We were a Major Sponsor and Exhibitor at the 29th Annual Entrepreneurial Woman’s Conference

on September 2, 2015
Grainger was a major Sponsor and Exhibitor at the Chicago Minority Supplier Development Council
CBOF on April 24, 2015
Grainger is an active corporate member of the Women'’s Business Enterprise National Council and
Grainger is a founding corporate member of the National Minority Manufacturing Institute. This
organization proactively mentors and develops diverse product manufacturers
In August 2014, Grainger held an outreach event at its Corporate Headquarters for Cook County
Certified MBE/WBEsS to explain how these companies could become vendors of Grainger and
increase their business.

Palace Gate was selected to provide temporary staffing
services under Superior Worforce Solutions Inc.'s Managed Services Program/Agreement for
Grainger. This then lead to an opportunity to shift the Reception Services at our Chicago

Grainger worked directly with Hoo’s Wright, a janitorial service company that cleans most of our
Chicagoland branches, and encouraged them to complete their Cook County MBE Certification.
